Goals of meeting
The group met to consider the End Systems and Interoperability Aspects related contributions to the meeting and to progress the work items/deliverables initiated by the attendees at the first FG IPTV meeting, and to consider possible new work items.

Summary of the results

· All End System and Home Network related input documents to the meeting were introduced and discussed.
· Work on the work items/deliverables was continued. Updated Working Documents and associated Living Lists were generated for each work item. No new work items were initiated.

· Regarding Working Document structure, WG 5 decided to split the existing Working Document into two documents.  

· Working Document: Aspects of IPTV End System – Terminal Device
· Working Document: Aspects of Home Network supporting IPTV services 

· Regarding the Home Network document, we progressed discussion based most significantly on the HGI Document.

· Regarding Terminal Device we progressed most significantly in the area of quality monitoring.  We also refined the interface section, based on contributions received.

FG IPTV-IL-0061 Liaison Statement on ATIS IIF Default Scrambling Algorithm (IDSA) – IPTV Interoperability Specification – Group appreciates the importance of the discussion contained in the document, and refer to WG3 to advise us.  Also recommend a Liaison be written to convey attention to the document, and deep appreciation for open relationship.

FG IPTV-IL-0067 TISPAN WG1 and WG2 Information to ITU-T IPTV FG about progress of IPTV work inside ETSI TISPAN – ETSI has requested that FG IPTV respond informatively about work/progress in IPTV study, and we believe this response should primarily come from WG1.
FG IPTV-IL-0056 – Reference to the CEA Document (Consumer Electronics Association (CEA) CEA IPTV Roadmap and Phase 2 Report) is appreciated to be informative, but without appropriate relationship we can not officially use the content material.

FG IPTV-C-0546 –Korea (Republic of) - Proposed text for the WG5 working document “7.11Quality Monitoring”- Group decided to consider in TD Drafting Group discussion.  Drafting Group accepted all recommendations.

FG IPTV-C-0556 – NTT - A plan for the inclusion of HGI document into WG5 activity - Group accepts 
suggestion to split document into 1) Device Document, & 2) Home Networking Document.

FG IPTV-C-0590 – China Netcom Group (P.R. China) - Proposal to addition of IPTV terminal device Security Module (SM) functionality - Reference to CCITT documents/standards will be reviewed in TD Drafting Group, if group is able to access material referenced in contribution.  Author forwarded all ITU-T documents, and the group accepted all recommendations.

FG IPTV-IL-0062 ITU-R Working Party 6M Liaison reply to ITU-T FG-IPTV (WGs 1, 5 And 6) on Retransmission of free-to-air broadcast content over IPTV – will be assimilated into the Terminal Device section of document.   Group accepted the appropriate Privacy information, and placed in document.

FG IPTV-IL-0066 ITU-R Working Party 6J Liaison Statement to the IPTV Focus Group of ITU-T SG 13 – Collaboration on the activity for the IPTV end systems – Group will consider in Terminal Device Discussion.  
We appreciate the ITU-T input, from ITU-R, but also believe the suggestions for mandatory interface with ALL formats is overwhelming for the Terminal Device.
3.6 Home Network, and Remote Management (clause 6.2, 8 and 9)
FG IPTV-C-0428 –WG5 Leaders -A list of documents outside of ITU-T related to Home Network - Group delegated contribution to Home Network Drafting Group.

FG IPTV-C-0526 - Cisco Systems, Inc. Container Option for Server Configuration. This contribution proposes to consider DHCP mechanism that is currently proposed to IETF. According to the proponent, the proposal to IETF will be approved by the end of this year.  This proposal draws attentions of participants, and the group agrees basically to accept it.  Since this contribution, as well as related proposal of C527 and C528, is related to network side functionalities, it is necessary to identify the issues specific to the end system.
FG IPTV-C-0555 –NTT - Proposal for Home Network QoS - Home Networking Drafting Group Discussion contains proposals of Home Network QoS based on the HGI document. The Group accepted this proposal and progressed QoS discussion based on this proposal.
FG IPTV-C-0556 – NTT - A plan for the inclusion of HGI document into WG5 activity - Group accepts suggestion to split document into 1) Device Document, & 2) Home Networking Document gives some ideas of Home Network discussion based on the HGI document as well as re-organization of the Working Document. The group accepted this concept.  The Working Document was splitted into two documents, IPTV Terminal Device and Home Network.
FG IPTV-C-0557 –NTT - Proposal for Access Gateway architecture - Home Networking Drafting Group Discussion The group decided to leave most of this proposal in the Living List and encourages the participant to bring contributions at the next meeting.
FG IPTV-C-0558 –NTT - Proposal for remote management of IPTV end system - Group accepts input for section 9 of document.

FG IPTV-C-0587 -Telekomunikacja Polska (Research and Development Department) - UPnP technology for communication between IPTV end system and home network. - Telekomunikacja Polska’s contribution to be discussed in Home Networking Drafting Group The group basically accepted the proposal.  However, because UPnP is currently not qualified under A.5, a concern that UPnP is not relevant for main body of the Working Document was raised. As a result, the group decided to accept this proposal as an appendix of the Working Document with notification mentioning possible transfer to main body of document after standardization at ISO/IEC.
FG IPTV-IL-0056 – Reference to the CEA Document (Consumer Electronics Association (CEA) CEA IPTV Roadmap and Phase 2 Report) is appreciated to be informative, but without appropriate relationship we can not officially use the content material
FG IPTV-IL-0057 – Response from Rapporteurs Q21/16 a.i. and Q22/16 Reply LS to FG-IPTV on collaboration on the activity for IPTV end systems and middleware (IPTV-OL-0027) – Group will include material in Home Networking Document

FG IPTV-IL-0060 – Home Gateway Initiative Home Gateway Technical Requirements:  Release 1 (Version 1.0 July 2006) Response from HGI is appreciated, and the material available via relationship with HGI will be included in Home Networking Document. 

FG IPTV-IL-0063 IEC TC 100 Cooperation between IEC TC100 and IPTV Focus Group – Group will discussed in Home Networking Drafting, and placed applicable elements into HN working document.
FG IPTV-IL-0065 DVB Project DVB Home Network Reference Model – Group appreciates the information within the document, and will give it full consideration in Home Networking Drafting Group discussion.
