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As per the last SG19 action item, please find below the proposed text;
Preface
The World Telecommunication Development Conference held in 2002 (WTDC-02) in Istanbul, Turkey, adopted Question 18/2 dealing with “Strategy for migration of mobile networks to 
IMT-2000 and beyond”. Given the importance of the subject, it was decided that two publications would be prepared; the first available at the mid-term of the study period (2002-2006) and the final report at the end of the study period.
The purpose of “Mid-Term Guidelines on the smooth transition of existing mobile networks to IMT‑2000 for developing countries (MTG)” is to provide telecommunication operators, policy-makers and regulators from developing countries with an understanding of viable transition paths – including economic aspects – to transition smoothly their pre-IMT-2000 networks towards 
IMT-2000. The reflection induced by this MTG document should help to identify and assess the pros and cons of the possible solutions in transitioning towards IMT-2000, and to take appropriate decisions including interoperability among third-generation systems. The decision on whether or not to evolve is not within the scope of the ITU.
The final report is a concise version of MTG with a more typical Guidelines format. This is titled “Guidelines on the Smooth Transition of existing mobile networks to IMT-2000 for developing countries (GST)”. While this document aims at providing the reader with a quick appreciation of the issues involved in the transition process, MTG remains the prime reference for all matters related to transitioning from the present systems to IMT-2000 systems in developing countries.  In addition, while this document is based on the MTG, however, certain sections have been slightly updated and rearranged for clarity.
Both these documents provide information about the various mobile systems and technologies that might help to decide on the appropriate smooth transition path and are complemented by this ITU “Handbook on Deployment of IMT-2000 Systems” in which more detailed technical information can be found. It should be note that this handbook has been a joint activity of all three ITU sectors (ITU-D, ITU-R and ITU-T).
ITU-R has produced a Supplement 1 "Migration to IMT-2000 Systems" to the Handbook and may do so in a future as the radio access technologies advance.
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
