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WP1/TSAG, on 5 December 2007, reviewed the proposed text of draft amendment 1 to ITU-T Recommendation A.13 written in TSB Circular 154 (Annex 3) and took into account TD/490.
The resulting text presented to TSAG for approval is the following:
Draft amendment 1 to ITU-T Recommendation A.13 – “Supplements to ITU-T Recommendations”

1.
Summary

This Recommendation describes the general principles that shall be applied by study groups for the development, approval, identification and revision of Supplements.
2.
Summary of reason for amendment

The amendment allows for agreement of a Supplement by a working party under certain conditions.
3. Changes to text of draft amendment 1 to  ITU-T Recommendation A.13

Clause 2.2 should read as follows:

“2.2

Supplements do not require approval according to Resolution 1 or Recommendation A.8 procedures; agreement by the study group or by TSAG (in case of a Supplement developed by TSAG) is sufficient. A working party may agree to a Supplement if the study group that set up the working party has previously identified this Supplement and has authorised the working party to do so at the previous study group meeting provided that such Supplement is not related or linked to any regulatory Recommendation, for which the approval is limited to Member States in accordance with Nos. 246D to 246 H of the ITU Convention."
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
