Reasons for deletion of Question 18/12

At the January 2005 meeting of Study Group 12 – as there was no contribution available, and no activity planned on this question – it was proposed to split Question 18/12 and to include the relevant work items in Questions 10/12 and 17/12. 

The IP-related items of Question 18/12 were included in the revised Question 17/12.

Question 18/12 was responsible for the maintenance of several Recommendations. Revised Question 10/12 will take over this task. When needed, Question 10/12 and Question 17/12 will collaborate to solve any issues. 

The revised wording of Questions 10 and 17/12 were approved and announced by TSB Circular 51 of 4 November 2005.
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
