1.  At the request of the Chairman of Study Group 16 (Multimedia Terminals, Systems and Applications), I have the honour to inform you that this Study Group, in its meeting from 3 to 13 April 2006, agreed to delete Question 27/16 (TDR aspects of multimedia applications and services), in accordance with the provisions of Resolution 1, Section 7, § 7.4.1, of WTSA (Florianópolis, 2004), by reaching consensus among those present.

2.  Annex 1 gives an explanatory summary about the reasons for the deletion of this Question.

3.  Having regard to the provisions of Resolution 1, Section 7, I should be grateful if you would inform me by 2400 hours UTC on 4 July 2006 whether your Administration approves or rejects this deletion.

Reasons for deletion of Question 27/16
ITU-T Study Group 16 agreed to the deletion of Question 27/16 (TDR aspects of multimedia applications and services) since for several meetings the Question received no contributions and that there is no Rapporteur since the beginning of the study period.
