Como tal vez sepa, la Conferencia de Plenipotenciarios de la UIT (Antalya, 2006) actualizó la Resolución 123 sobre "Reducción de la disparidad entre los países en desarrollo y los desarrollados en materia de normalización" (Anexo 1). Dicha Resolución también hace referencia a la Resolución 44 adoptada por la AMNT-04 (Florianópolis, 2004), en la que se establece un Plan de Acción para la implementación de la Resolución 123 (Anexo 2), y a Resoluciones similares adoptadas por la CMDT-06 (Doha, 2006), incluida la Resolución 47 (Anexo 3).

En la Resolución 123 se reconoce que la escasez crónica de recursos humanos en el campo de la normalización en los países en desarrollo suele dar lugar a dificultades de interpretación de las Recomendaciones de la UIT. Se pide al Secretario General y a los Directores de las tres Oficinas que colaboren estrechamente en el seguimiento y la aplicación de la Resolución, a través de las Oficinas Regionales y en colaboración con las organizaciones regionales competentes.

Con este fin, los Directores han puesto en marcha diversos programas e iniciativas, y concretamente una serie de seminarios regionales, organizados conjuntamente por el UIT-T y el UIT-D, sobre Reducción de la disparidad en materia de normalización y desarrollo, comenzando con las reuniones regionales en Mendoza (Argentina), el 24 de septiembre de 2007 (Circular TSB 160), Kigali (Rwanda), del 2 al 4 de octubre de 2007 (Circular TSB 161), y la que está previsto celebrar en  Minsk (Belarús), del 4 al 6 de diciembre de 2007. Además, se ha presentado un documento a la reunión de 2007 del Consejo (C07/EP/08), en el que se proporciona una base de referencia para evaluar los futuros avances en la aplicación de la Resolución y se detallan las medidas concretas que se han adoptado o que están previstas para reducir la disparidad.

El objeto de la presente carta es llamar su atención sobre la invitación que se formula en la Resolución 123 a todos los Estados Miembros y Miembros de Sector para que realicen contribuciones voluntarias a fin de crear un fondo destinado a reducir la disparidad en el ámbito de la normalización. De acuerdo con lo dispuesto en la Resolución 44 de la AMNT-04 y en la Resolución 47 de la CMDT-06, dicho fondo sería gestionado por el Director de la TSB, en coordinación con el Director de la BDT, y se utilizaría para implementar el Plan de Acción de la Resolución, por ejemplo a través de programas de formación, de encuestas y de estudios, pero no para la compra de equipos.

Dado que este tema se discutirá durante la reunión del Consejo de 2007, que tendrá lugar del 4 al 14 de septiembre, le agradeceríamos que nos indicara su disposición a contribuir al citado fondo, o a prestar algún otro tipo de asistencia para implementar esta Recomendación.

Resolution  123  (Rev. Antalya, 2006)
Bridging the standardization gap between 
developing and developed countries

The Plenipotentiary Conference of the International Telecommunication Union (Antalya, 2006),

considering

a)
that “the Union shall in particular facilitate the worldwide standardization of telecommunications, with a satisfactory quality of service” (Article 1 of the ITU Constitution);

b)
that, in connection with the functions and structure of the Telecommunication Standardization Sector (ITU-T), in Article 17, the Constitution indicates that those functions shall be “..., bearing in mind the particular concerns of the developing countries, to fulfill the purposes of the Union...”;
c)
that, under the Strategic Plan for the Union 2008-2011, ITU-T is to work to provide support and assistance to the membership, mainly to developing countries, in relation to standardization matters, information and communication network infrastructure and applications, and in particular with respect to (a) bridging the digital divide; and (b) providing training and producing relevant training materials for capacity building,
considering further
a)
that the World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly adopted Resolutions 44 (Florianópolis, 2004), 53 (Florianópolis, 2004) and 54 (Florianópolis, 2004) as well as Resolution 17 (Rev. Florianópolis, 2004) to assist in bridging the standardization gap between developing and developed countries; 
b)
that the World Telecommunication Development Conference adopted Resolution 47 (Doha, 2006), which calls for activities to enhance knowledge and effective application of Recommendations of ITU-T and of the ITU Radiocommunication Sector (ITU-R) in developing countries, and Resolution 37 (Rev. Doha, 2006) which recognizes the need to create digital opportunities in developing countries,
recalling

that the Geneva Plan of Action and Tunis Agenda for the Information Society of the World Summit on Information Society (WSIS) emphasize efforts to overcome the digital divide and development divides,

noting

the following goals in the Strategic Plan for the Union for 2008-2011, adopted in Resolution 71 (Rev. Antalya, 2006) of this conference:

•
Goal 1: Maintaining and extending international cooperation among all Member States and with relevant regional organizations for the improvement and rational use of information and communication infrastructure of all kinds, taking the appropriate leading role in United Nations system initiatives on ICTs, as called for by the relevant WSIS outcomes;

•
Goal 2: Assisting in bridging the national and international digital divides in ICTs, by facilitating interoperability, interconnection and global connectivity of networks and services, and by playing a leading role, within its mandate, in the multistakeholder process for the follow-up and implementation of the relevant WSIS goals and objectives.;

•
Goal 6: Disseminating information and know-how to provide the membership and the wider community, particularly developing countries, with capabilities to leverage the benefits of, inter alia, private-sector participation, competition, globalization, network security and efficiency and technological change in their ICT sector, and enhancing the capacity of ITU Member States, in particular developing countries, for innovation in ICTs, 

recognizing

a)
the continued shortage of human resources in the standardization field in developing countries, resulting in a low level of developing-country participation in meetings of ITU-T and of ITU-R and, consequently, in the standards-making process, leading to difficulties when interpreting ITU-T and ITU-R Recommendations;

b)
ongoing challenges relating to capacity building, in particular for developing countries, in the light of rapid technological innovation and increased convergence,

taking into account

a)
that developing countries could benefit from improved capability in the application and development of standards;

b)
that ITU-T and ITU-R activities and the telecommunication/ICT market could also benefit from better involvement of developing countries in standard-making and standards application;

c)
that initiatives to assist in bridging the standardization gap are intrinsic to, and are a high priority task of, the Union,

resolves to instruct the Secretary-General and the Directors of the three Bureaux

1
to work closely with each other on the follow-up and implementation of this resolution, as well as the operative paragraphs of Resolutions 44 (Florianópolis, 2004), 54 (Florianópolis, 2004) and 17 (Rev. Florianópolis, 2004) and Resolution 47 (Doha, 2006) that assist in bridging the standardization gap between developing and developed countries;
2
to maintain, to the extent practicable, a close coordination mechanism among the three Sectors at the regional level through ITU regional offices;

 to further collaborate with the relevant regional organizations and support their work in this area, 

invites Member States and Sector Members

to make voluntary contributions to the fund for bridging the standardization gap, as well as to undertake concrete actions to support the actions and initiatives of ITU in this matter.

Bridging the standardization gap between developing1 
and developed countries

(Florianópolis, 2004)

The World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly (Florianópolis, 2004),

considering

a)
that Resolution 123 (Marrakesh, 2002) of the Plenipotentiary Conference instructs the Secretary-General and the Directors of the three Bureaux to work closely with each other in pursuing initiatives that assist in bridging the standardization gap between developing and developed countries;

b)
that Resolution 129 (Marrakesh, 2002) of the Plenipotentiary Conference invites Member States to undertake concerted action to pursue the matter with a view to achieving the objectives of Resolution 37 (Istanbul, 2002) of the World Telecommunication Development Conference,

recognizing

a)
that, in accordance with Article 13 of the ITU Convention, the World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly (WTSA) is convened to consider specific matters related to telecommunication standardization;

b)
that the tasks undertaken in the ITU Telecommunication Standardization Sector (ITU-T) cover both technical matters and matters having policy or regulatory implications;

c)
that Article 17 of the ITU Constitution, while providing that the functions of ITU‑T shall fulfil the purposes of the Union relating to telecommunication standardization, stipulates that such functions are to be performed "bearing in mind the particular concerns of the developing countries",

noting
a)
that the standardization gap between developed and developing countries should be bridged by collective efforts from both developed and developing countries;

b)
that ITU has been playing a key role in bridging the digital divide, which includes the standardization gap between developed and developing countries;

c)
that ITU's programmes for fostering Partnerships continue to strengthen and expand the assistance ITU provides its members, particularly developing countries,

taking into account
a)
that developing countries could benefit from an improved capability in the application and development of standards;

b)
that the telecommunication industry, particularly manufacturers and operators, could also benefit from the greater involvement of developing countries in the making and application of standards,

resolves

1
that the objectives of the action plan annexed to this resolution, aimed at bridging the standardization gap between developed and developing countries, should be implemented to the extent feasible without delay;

2
that the ITU regional offices shall be encouraged to work closely with the Telecommunication Standardization Bureau (TSB) in order to carry out the objectives of the action plan,

instructs the Director of the Telecommunication Standardization Bureau 

1
to work closely with the Director of the Telecommunication Development Bureau (BDT) on implementing the objectives of the action plan annexed to this resolution;

2
taking into account financial constraints and existing and planned BDT activities, to include in the TSB budget proposal to the Council funds identified for the implementation of this resolution,

invites the Director of the Telecommunication Standardization Bureau 

to work closely with the Director of BDT to encourage the formation of Partnerships as one of the means for financing the plan,

instructs the study groups

to be actively involved in the implementation of the programmes set forth in the action plan annexed to this resolution,


encourages Member States and Sector Members
to take the objectives set out in the action plan into account in their participation in ITU-T.

Programme 1: Strengthening standard-making capabilities

Objective

To improve the standard-making capabilities of developing countries.

2)
Activities

•
Developing guidelines to assist developing countries in their involvement in ITU‑T activities.

•
Developing webcasting systems that enable developing-country experts to follow study group meetings from their office workstations.

•
Conducting a certain number of consultancy projects designed to support developing countries in the development of standardization plans, strategies, policies, etc. The outputs should be further transformed into best practices.

II
Programme 2: Assisting BDT in enhancing efforts in respect of standards application

Objective


To assist BDT in:

•
Ensuring that developing countries have a clear understanding of ITU-T Recommendations.

•
Enhancing the application of ITU-T Recommendations in developing countries.
2)
Activities


To assist BDT in:

•
Reviewing/assessing the existing national standards of developing countries and determining whether they are consistent and in accordance with the current ITU‑T Recommendations.

•
Developing a set of guidelines on how to apply ITU‑T Recommendations, with particular emphasis on Recommendations having regulatory and policy implications.

•
Compiling and maintaining a database containing information on new technologies that are standardized.

•
Organizing training courses on the application of specific Recommendations. 

•
Establishing a forum on the ITU‑T website where developing countries can raise questions concerning their understanding and application of Recommendations and seek advice from study group experts.

III
Programme 3: Human resource building

•
Organizing seminars, workshops and study group meetings in developing countries.

•
In close collaboration with BDT, providing training courses on standardization to developing countries.

•
Establishing and maintaining a forum, moderated by a group of experts, to support and provide advice to standardization bodies in developing countries.

IV
Programme 4: Flagship groups for bridging the standardization gap

•
A developed country voluntarily joins a number of developing countries in a small group in order to support them in their standardization activities. The close cooperation and direct support thus provided will enable the developing countries within such groups to carry out their standardization activities more effectively. The groups could be called flagship groups for bridging the standardization gap.

•
TSB shall support and encourage the establishment of such flagship groups, the activities of which should serve to improve the quality of standardization activities in developing countries.
•
Details of each new flagship group should be posted on the ITU-T website. Those details could include plans, reports on conducted tasks, best practices, etc.
V
Programme 5: Fundraising for bridging the standardization gap

a)
Contributions to the action plan in the following forms of Partnership and others means:

•
Partnership contributions.

•
Voluntary contributions by industry participating in the telecommunication market of developing countries.

•
Voluntary contributions by others.

•
Any potential additional budget allocated by ITU within budget limits.

b)
Management of funds raised by TSB:

–
The Director of TSB shall be responsible for the management of funds raised as above, which shall be used principally for achieving the objectives of these programmes.

c)
Principles for use of funds:

–
Funds are to be used for training, surveying, studying programmes, etc. (but not for the purchase of equipment).

Enhancement of knowledge and effective application of
ITU Recommendations in developing countries

The World Telecommunication Development Conference (Doha, 2006),

considering

that Resolution 123 (Marrakesh, 2002) of the Plenipotentiary Conference instructed the Secretary-General and the Directors of the three Bureaux to work closely with each other to bridge the standardization gap between developing and developed countries in such areas as conducting case studies on the application of Recommendations of the Telecommunication Standardization Sector (ITU‑T) and the Radiocommunication Sector (ITU‑R) or organizing training courses and workshops,

recognizing

that Resolutions 44 and 54 (Florianópolis, 2004) of the World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly resolved to implement the action plan aimed at bridging the standardization gap between developing and developed countries, which includes five programmes (Strengthening standard-making capabilities, Assisting the Telecommunication Development Bureau in enhancing efforts in respect of standards application, Human resource building, Flagship groups for bridging the standardization gap and Fundraising for bridging the standardization gap),

noting

a)
difficulties in understanding ITU Recommendations and related international standards to apply new technology to the network appropriately and effectively;

b)
the lack of practical information on the application of ITU Recommendations and related standards of other countries, and the lack of guidelines on applying these technical documents,

resolves to invite Member States and Sector Members
1
to engage in activities to enhance knowledge and effective application of ITU‑T and ITU‑R Recommendations in developing countries;

2
to introduce best-practice application of ITU‑T and ITU‑R Recommendations, in, for example, fibre-optic transmission technology, broadband network technology and information security, by organizing training courses and workshops especially for developing countries,

instructs the Director of the Telecommunication Development Bureau, in collaboration with the Directors of the Telecommunication Standardization Bureau and the Radiocommunication Bureau
1
to promote participation in training courses and workshops on best-practice application of ITU‑T and ITU‑R Recommendations for developing countries;

2
to establish a database containing information on new technologies that are standardized and develop guidelines on applying ITU‑T and ITU‑R Recommendations.
