	Candidatos para las Presidencias y Vicepresidencias de las Comisiones de Estudio del UIT‑T y del Grupo Asesor de Normalización de las Telecomunicaciones (GANT) para 2009-2012


Muy Señora mía/Muy Señor mío:

De conformidad con la Resolución 35 de la AMNT (Florianópolis, 2004) y para facilitar el nombramiento en la AMNT de Presidentes y Vicepresidentes de Comisiones de Estudio (incluidos los Grupos Regionales de Tarificación en el marco de la Comisión de Estudio 3) y del Grupo Asesor de Normalización de las Telecomunicaciones (GANT), se alienta a los Estados Miembros, a los Miembros de Sector del UIT‑T y las Comisiones de Estudio interesadas o al GANT a indicar al Director de la TSB los candidatos que resulten, a su juicio, idóneos al menos tres meses antes de la apertura de la AMNT‑08.
El periodo de duración de las AMNT convenido en la AMNT‑2000 se aplicará por primera vez en la AMNT‑08 en cuyas fechas de celebración muchos de los actuales Presidentes y Vicepresidentes habrán concluido dos mandatos. Si bien esto supone un problema, debido a la ausencia de Presidentes y Vicepresidentes tan experimentados, brinda también la oportunidad de discutir una reestructuración radical del Sector. Este asunto se debatió en la reunión del GANT celebrada en diciembre de 2007 y se aceptó el documento relativo al marco preliminar para examinar más detalladamente la reestructuración de las Comisiones de Estudio del UIT‑T (véase el anexo 1).
Este documento será seguramente muy útil para debatir más a fondo el asunto en las reuniones preparatorias regionales que tendrán lugar entre la fecha de hoy y la próxima reunión del GANT, la cual se organizará en Ginebra del 2 al 9 de julio de 2008, así como en el Grupo de Trabajo por correspondencia del GANT sobre la estructura de las Comisiones de Estudio.
Se alienta a los Estados Miembros y los Miembros de Sector del UIT‑T a participar en nuestros debates y se recomienda a éstos que, a la vista de las propuestas formuladas para fusionar algunas Comisiones de Estudio, aguarden a los resultados de la próxima reunión del GANT, momento en que se tendrá una idea más clara de la nueva estructura del Sector, antes de presentar sus candidatos a Presidentes y Vicepresidentes.
Desearía recordar a usted el procedimiento de designación de Presidentes y Vicepresidentes previsto en la Resolución 35 (anexo 2). Deseo añadir que en la cláusula 3.1.2 de la Resolución 1 (Florianópolis, 2004) se dice que "El nombramiento de los Presidentes y Vicepresidentes se basará principalmente tanto en la competencia acreditada en la esfera técnica de la Comisión de Estudio de que se trate como en la capacidad gerencial necesaria. Cualquier otro tipo de consideración, incluida la titularidad, tendrá carácter secundario".
Habida cuenta de la experiencia adquirida en anteriores AMNT, desearía señalar a usted las siguientes consideraciones adicionales:
–
el puesto de Presidente o Vicepresidente de Comisión de Estudio es un cargo "honorario" y, por tanto, los Presidentes y Vicepresidentes no reciben asistencia financiera de la UIT;
–
los propios candidatos y las administraciones y/o empresas que los apoyen deberán comprometerse a asignar el tiempo y los recursos necesarios para desempeñar las tareas correspondientes a los cargos de Presidente y Vicepresidente;
–
se pide a las administraciones que designen únicamente un número mínimo de candidatos, especialmente cuando se trate de las Presidencias, y que no propongan candidatos a Vicepresidente de una Comisión de Estudio cuando hayan ya propuesto un candidato a la Presidencia de dicha Comisión. El hecho de que no se retenga para ocupar una Presidencia de una Comisión de Estudio a un candidato a la misma no faculta automáticamente a dicho candidato para ocupar un cargo de Vicepresidente.
Una vez concluida la próxima reunión del GANT escribiré a usted una vez más invitándole a informarme sobre los nombres y calificaciones del candidato o candidatos que usted desee se consideren para ocupar tales cargos de conformidad con lo dispuesto en la Resolución 35.
Dado que el año llega a su término, permítame aprovechar esta oportunidad para desearle a usted y a su familia un próspero Año Nuevo 2008.

	Preliminary Framework for further detailed Discussion of ITU-T Study Group restructuring


In order to provide overall guidance to the issue of ITU-T Study Group restructuring, it was agreed that the identification of a set of principles/objectives would provide a useful framework for the delineation of specific restructuring proposals. Taking into consideration the objectives outlined in section 5 of the Strategic plan for the Union for 2008-2011 (Resolution 71, Rev. Antalya, 2006) (see Annex A), the meeting agreed as well to the following principles:

1. Cost-effectiveness and efficiency for the membership and TSB should be achieved by concentrating in a single study group of manageable size related work that attracts the same experts.

2. Study groups should have sufficient participation to progress the work in the areas assigned to them: Refer to Res.1 Section 7.4.1(Deletion of a Question between WTSAs)

Subject to the final decision on SG restructuring by WTSA, the following preliminary options were being developed for further consideration by the membership. These options reflect an early stage of discussions within TSAG as of December 2007, based on contributions received, and are presented at the level of the relationship of the existing SG structure with any new proposed structure that could be adopted by the WTSA. The document does not address possible intra-SG restructuring in terms of the movement/merger of Questions, Working Parties, etc. Moreover, there is no precedence with respect to the order of the options. 

This does not represent final agreement and it should be noted that four SGs have not yet identified their positions. Moreover, a number of Member States have declared during December 2007 TSAG meeting that they will come up with their proposals to July 2008 TSAG meeting. In addition, further contributions may be submitted by those who have already contributed.
In order to facilitate further discussion on SG restructuring, more detailed proposals should be focused on the framework outlined in this document.

SG2

Options

1. Maintain the current structure.

2. Q.1/2, Q.2/2, and association of Q.3/2, Q.4/2 and Q.5/2 with SG 4 and 12.

3. Add Q.16/17 (IDN), identification/identifier aspects and privacy aspects of Identity Management (IdM) once identified and grouped.

ITU-T has seven main objectives (not listed in any special order):

Objective 1: To develop and publish the required global standards in a timely fashion.

Objective 2: To identify relevant areas for future standardization projects to be initiated within ITU-T, while remaining aware of the ongoing work in other standards bodies, and cooperating and collaborating with them as appropriate in order to, inter alia, reduce duplication, avoid inconsistencies, and ensure that work of ITU-T creates added value.

5.2.3 
Objective 3: To provide the most efficient, attractive and effective forum for the development of international standards that are well adapted to the changing telecommunication/ICT environment, as well as the implementation of relevant WSIS outcomes, consistent with ITU’s mandate and the needs and interests of the membership.

5.2.4 
Objective 4: To promote the value of ITU-T in order to attract increased membership, recognizing that members and non-members have a choice in committing their resources to ITU-T and other standards bodies.

5.2.5 
Objective 5: To respond to the needs of the membership and others by disseminating information and know-how through the publication and distribution of relevant materials (e.g. manuals), in coordination and collaboration, as appropriate, with the other Bureaux and the General Secretariat.

5.2.6 
Objective 6: To cooperate and collaborate with other ITU Sectors, standardization bodies and relevant entities.

5.2.7 
Objective 7: To provide support and assistance to the membership, mainly to developing countries, in relation to standardization matters, information and communication network infrastructure and applications, and in particular with respect to (a) bridging the digital divide and (b) providing training and producing relevant training materials for capacity building.

Resolution 35

Appointment and maximum term of office for chairmen 
and vice‑chairmen of ITU-T study groups
and of TSAG
(Montreal, 2000; Florianópolis, 2004)

The World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly (Florianópolis, 2004),

considering

a)
that No. 189 of the ITU Convention provides for the establishment of study groups of the ITU Telecommunication Standardization Sector (ITU-T);

b)
that No. 192 of the Convention and other related provisions indicate the nature of the work of the study groups;

c)
that provisions for the Telecommunication Standardization Advisory Group (TSAG) have been incorporated in Article 14A of the Convention;

d)
that No. 242 of the Convention requires the World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly (WTSA) to appoint chairmen and vice‑chairmen of study groups, taking account of competence and equitable geographical distribution;

e)
that 1.3 of Section 1 of Resolution 1 of this assembly indicates that WTSA shall appoint the chairmen and vice‑chairmen of study groups and of TSAG;

f)
that Section 3 of Resolution 1 of this assembly contains guidelines regarding the appointment of study group chairmen and vice‑chairmen at WTSAs;

g)
that procedures and qualifications for the chairman and vice‑chairmen of TSAG should generally follow those for the appointment of study group chairman and vice‑chairmen;

h)
that experience of ITU in general and of ITU-T in particular would be of particular value for the chairman and vice‑chairmen of TSAG;

i)
that No. 244 of the Convention describes the procedure for replacing a study group chairman or vice‑chairman who is unable to carry out his or her duties at some time in the interval between two WTSAs;

j)
that No. 197G of the Convention states that TSAG shall "adopt its own working procedures compatible with those adopted by the world telecommunication standardization assembly";

k)
that a specific time-limit on the term of office would permit the introduction of new ideas on a periodic basis, while at the same time give an opportunity for study group chairmen and vice‑chairmen and the chairman and vice‑chairmen of TSAG to be appointed from different Member States and Sector Members,

taking into account

a)
that a maximum time in office of approximately eight years for study group and TSAG chairmen and vice‑chairmen provides for a reasonable amount of stability while providing the opportunity for different individuals to serve in these capacities;

b)
that the management team of a study group should include at least the chairman, vice‑chairmen and working party chairmen,

resolves

1
that candidates for the posts of chairmen and vice‑chairmen of the ITU-T study groups and candidates for the posts of chairman and vice‑chairmen of TSAG should be appointed according to procedures given in Annex A and to qualifications given in Annex B;

2
that candidates for the posts of study group chairmen and vice‑chairmen and candidates for the posts of chairman and vice‑chairmen of TSAG should be identified, taking into account that, for each study group and for TSAG, WTSA will appoint the chairman and only the number of vice‑chairmen deemed necessary for the efficient and effective management and functioning of the group in question;

3
that nominations for the posts of study group chairmen and vice‑chairmen or for a post of chairman and vice‑chairmen of TSAG should be accompanied by a biographical profile highlighting the qualifications of the individuals proposed; the Director of the Telecommunication Standardization Bureau will circulate the profiles to the heads of delegation present at WTSA;

4
that the term of office for both chairmen and vice‑chairmen should be limited so as to terminate at the end of the WTSA at which they will have served for a period of more than seven years;

5
that the term of office in one appointment does not count towards the term of office for another appointment and that steps should be taken to provide some continuity between chairmen and vice‑chairmen;

6
that the counting of a term of office is effective from WTSA-2000 and is not retrospective.

Annex A
(to Resolution 35)

Procedure for the appointment of chairmen and 
vice‑chairmen of the ITU-T study groups 
and of TSAG

1
Typically, the positions of chairmen and vice‑chairmen to be filled are known in advance of WTSA.

a)
In order to help WTSA appoint chairmen/vice‑chairmen, Member States, ITU-T Sector Members and the concerned study group or TSAG should be encouraged to indicate to the Director of TSB suitable candidates at least three months before the opening of WTSA.

b)
On the basis of received proposals, the Director of TSB will circulate to Member States and Sector Members the list of candidates. The list of candidates should be accompanied by an indication of the qualifications of each candidate as given in Annex B.

c)
On the basis of this document and any relevant received comments, the heads of delegation, at a suitable time during WTSA, should be invited to prepare, in consultation with the Director of TSB, a consolidated list of designated study group chairmen and vice‑chairmen to be submitted in a document to WTSA for final approval.

d)
In drafting the consolidated list, the following should be taken into account: In cases where there are two or more candidates with equal competence for the same chairman position, preference should be given to candidates from Member States and Sector Members having the lowest number of designated study group chairmen.

2
Situations which cannot be considered within the above will be dealt with on a case-by-case basis at WTSA.

For example, if a merger of two existing study groups is envisaged, the proposals pertaining to the relevant study groups can be considered. Therefore the procedure outlined in § 1 can still be applied.

However, if WTSA decides to set up a completely new study group, discussions will have to be held at WTSA and appointments made.

3
These procedures can be applied for appointments made by TSAG under delegated authority (see Resolution 22).

4
Vacant positions of chairmen and vice‑chairmen that occur in mid-term between WTSAs are filled in accordance with No. 244 of the Convention.

Annex B
(to Resolution 35)

Qualifications of chairmen and vice‑chairmen

No. 242 of the Convention states that:

"… In appointing chairmen and vice‑chairmen, particular consideration shall be given to the requirements of competence and equitable geographical distribution, and to the need to promote more efficient participation by the developing countries."

Whilst giving primary consideration to the qualifications below, there should be an appropriate representation of chairmen and vice-chairmen from countries with economies in transition, developing countries and least developed countries.

As regards competence, the following qualifications, inter alia, appear to be of importance when appointing study group chairmen and vice‑chairmen:

knowledge and experience;

–
continuity in participation in the relevant study group;

–
managerial skills;

–
availability
; 

–
active in the work of the study group;

and the following qualifications, inter alia, appear to be of importance when appointing the chairmen and vice‑chairmen of TSAG:

–
knowledge and experience;

–
continuity in the activities of the ITU in general and of ITU-T in particular;

–
managerial skills;

–
availability1.

Particular reference to the above qualifications should be included in the biographical profile to be circulated by the Director of TSB.
