Summary

It provides guidelines and information to the users who want to develop technical solutions on countering email spam. This Recommendation will be used as a basis for further development of technical Recommendations on countering email spam.
Draft new ITU-T Recommendation X.1241 (X.fcs)
(COM 17-R 32)
Technical framework for countering email spam 

Summary

This Recommendation provides a technical framework for countering email spam. The framework describes one recommended structure of an anti-spam system and defines function of its major modules. The key point of the framework is that it establishes a mechanism to share information about email spam between different email servers. Following this framework, efficiency of anti-spam systems would be improved through interconnection.
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
