· Service and OAM requirements for next-generation optical-access including evolution scenarios and power saving mechanisms; 

· Physical layer requirements for next generation optical access including optical power budgets and wavelength plans; 

· Transmission mechanisms of optical access including a comparison of the ITU-T and IEEE studies; 

· Interplay between optical access technologies and solutions developed for other markets (lasers, receivers, etc.); 

· Alternative technologies and vendors’ solutions.
