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The close communication between ITU-T and universities does not only remain on technical level; moreover, more and more legal issues have been involved recently during the collaboration. In this aspect, ITU-T has had considerable experience, which set an example for the formulation of patent policies with respect to international standards. With the development of information technology standards, those dynamic ones based upon network will have to deal with intellectual property issues more and more often. Therefore, it is necessary for the academics and students in universities to get some ideas of the formulation of intellectual property policies conducted by ITU-T. On the other hand, ITU-T can also make use of the source of universities in order to pursuing some intellectual property policies that is reasonable as well as being capable of promoting innovation and competition. A platform for discussing intellectual property licensing policies can be established by ITU Academia either in its academic journals or on its website so that more and more faculties in universities can participate in the discussion and activities concerning international standardization- elated intellectual property policies.
