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I would like to discuss some points of the specification:

8.1.: The IIS Interface could be recommended as a format of the digital Interface since this type of Interface is available in most digital audio systems.

8.2.: Is this setup suitable for the tests of Chapter 11? 

10.2.6.: The influence of the directivity over frequency and the individual frequency response of a Hands-free microphone should be taken into account while comparing different microphones. A Hands-free microphone with poor frequency response but with high directivity in its pass band could have a higher improvement of SNR than a microphone with a flat frequency response.
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
