· Understand and encourage positive impact (see different categories in MIC document : travel substitution, product substitution, smart buildings… ) : reducing GHG emissions

· Understand and foster possible adaptation to climate change impacts thanks to ICT
· Understand and encourage measurement and monitoring of climate change impacts
