At the request of the Chairman of Study Group 5, Protection against electromagnetic environment effects, I have the honour to inform you that this Study Group, in its meeting from 24 to 28 November 2008, agreed to delete Question 7/5 “Technical aspects of unbundling and sharing of outside plant elements in networks”, in accordance with the provisions of Resolution 1, Section 7, § 7.4.1, of WTSA (Johannesburg, 2008), by reaching consensus among those present.

2.  Annex 1 gives an explanatory summary of the reasons for the deletion of this Question.

3.  Having regard to the provisions of Resolution 1, Section 7, I should be grateful if you would inform me by 2400 hours UTC on 3 February 2009 whether your Administration approves or rejects this deletion.
