During the 2009 ITU Council Session, the ITU Council discussed IPv6 related issues, and instructed the Director of the Telecommunication Standardization Bureau (TSB), in close collaboration with the Director of the Telecommunication Development Bureau (BDT), to convene a group open to the membership of ITU-T and ITU-D to conduct further activities toward the implementation of WTSA Resolution 64 “IPv6 address allocation and encouraging the development of IPv6 (Johannesburg, 2008)”. 

The group should study in particular:

a.
to draft a global policy proposal for the reservation of a large IPv6 block, taking into consideration the future needs of developing countries.

b.
to further study possible methodologies and related implementation mechanisms to ensure ‘equitable access’ to IPv6 resource by countries.

c.
to further study the possibility for ITU to become another Internet Registry, and propose policies and procedures for ITU to manage a reserved IPv6 block.

d.
to further study the feasibility and advisability of implementing the CIR model for those countries who would request national allocations.

e.
to assist in the implementation of the project called for by Resolution 64, taking into account the needs at regional and national level in terms of capacity building and allocation policies.

f.
to report to the next meeting of Council.

The Council appointed Mr. Al Khamis Mohammed, Telecommunications Regulatory Authority, United Arab Emirates, as Chairman of the group.

If problems are encountered by ITU Member States, Sector Members or Associates, and at the official request made by them to TSB, the Union can approach the competent Swiss authorities in order to facilitate delivery of the visa but only within the period mentioned of four weeks. Any such request should be made by official letter from the administration or entity you represent. This letter must specify the name and functions, date of birth, number, dates of issue and expiry of passport of the individual(s) for whom the visa(s) is/are requested and be accompanied by a copy of the notification of confirmation of registration approved for the ITU-T meeting in 
question, and must be sent to TSB by fax (+41 22 730 5853) or e-mail (tsbreg@itu.int), bearing the words “visa request”.   Please also note that ITU can assist only representatives of ITU Member States, ITU Sector Members or ITU Associates.
