PORT OF ENTRY REQUIREMENTS: 
VISA INFORMATION AND HEALTH REQUIREMENTS FOR
REPUBLIC OF UZBEKISTAN

Those participants requiring entry visa to the Republic of Uzbekistan are requested to contact their local Embassy/Consulate of the Republic of Uzbekistan for information well in advance. 
Visas are issued to foreign citizens in the diplomatic and consular missions of the Republic of Uzbekistan abroad on the basis of the Visa Support Letter (permission from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Uzbekistan). 

In Tashkent International Airport Consular Bureau, visas can only be issued to those foreign citizens arriving from the countries that do not have diplomatic or consular missions of the Republic of Uzbekistan. In this case, visa support from the hosting administration is required. 

Should the participants need visa support, they are kindly asked to complete the Visa Support Form (Annex 4 to the Invitation letter) and send it together with the copy of passport to the national coordinator Mrs Umida Musayeva, by e-mail: u.musaeva@ccitt.uz, by 15 September 2014 at the latest. (For inquiries, tel: +998 71 238-41-41).

There is a bilateral Visa Free Regulation with Azerbaijan, Armenia, Belarus, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Moldova, Russia, Ukraine as well as Kyrgyzstan.  

GENERAL INFORMATION

The Republic of Uzbekistan is situated between the rivers of Amudarya and Syrdarya and occupies 447,400 square meters. The span of the territory from the west to the east is 1,425 km and from the north to the south - 930 km. The territory borders on Kazakhstan in the north, on Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan in the east and southeast, on Turkmenistan in the west, and on Afghanistan in the south.

Uzbekistan is the oldest land in Central Asia having a twenty-five centuries long history, the country with the arranged specific historical and cultural community different from that of other regions. Lately, tourism interests in Uzbekistan have been noticeably raised and accordingly, the range of travel facilities and services of local tour operators are being increased year by year for attracting more travellers to explore this wonderful place. 

On the spaces of Uzbekistan there are many cities where hundreds of architectural monuments of different epochs are located. Among them are Samarkand, Bukhara, Khiva, Shakhrizabs, Termez and Kokand. These cities were the centres of science and\ the art. 

The Great Silk Road, one of the most significant achievements in history of the World civilization has also passed through these cities. 

INSURANCE

Proof of insurance is not necessary for coming to Uzbekistan. 

VACCINATION REQUIREMENTS AND MEDICAL FACILITIES 

No need for vaccination. A Medical Service will be available on-site, with immediate transportation and admission to a hospital for emergencies.

CLIMATE

The climate of Uzbekistan is sharply continental, characterized by high amplitude of day and night, summer and winter temperatures. The temperature varies rather considerably with respect to the seasons. Average temperature in January falls below -6C, while the average temperature in October may be above +15 to +18C. Average annual atmospheric precipitation on the plains is 120-200 mm, and 1000 mm in mountainous areas. The amount of precipitations is low, which is why the agriculture relies on irrigation to a great degree.

TIME ZONE
Uzbekistan is 5 hours ahead of Greenwich Mean Time (GMT+5).

CURRENCY

The national currency of the Republic of Uzbekistan is the Uzbek Sum (UZS). All payments must be made in the national currency. Currency exchange offices are available in every city of Uzbekistan. Also currency can be exchanged at bureau de changes in hotels and at banks.  

Banks are open from 0900 till 1900 hours from Monday to Saturday.

TELECOMMUNICATIONS

Among the Fixed Line Operators there are three companies namely: JS "Uzbektelecom", JV "Est Telecom", JV "Buzton". Mobile operators are "Beeline" (GSM), Ucell (GSM), Perfectum (CDMA 800), UzMobile (CDMA 450). 
A local call from a regular phone will cost you around 7 Sum per minute. For international calls from Tashkent you should dial 8 10 + code of the country and city or follow the instructions on telephone card. 
SAFETY

Security will be guaranteed. 
ELECTRICITY

The standard voltage is 220V. The standard frequency is 50 Hz, C.A. Outlets for 220 Volts are available at the hotels.

The power sockets that are used are of type C / F. See "Power sockets and plugs" below for pictures of these power sockets and corresponding plugs.

You can use your appliances in Uzbekistan, if the standard voltage in your country is in between 220V‑240V (as in the UK, Europe, Australia and most of Asia and Africa). Manufacturers take these small deviations into account. If the standard voltage in your country is in the range of 100V - 127V (as in the US, Canada and most South American countries), you may need a power converter. To be sure, check the label on the appliance. If it states 'INPUT: 100-240V, 50/60 Hz', it can be used in all countries of the world (like chargers for tablets/laptops, photo cameras, cell phones).

If the frequency in Uzbekistan (50 Hz) differs from the one in your country, it is not advised to use your appliances.
