	Inform SG 11 regarding the results of SG 12’s discussion on SG11 - LS 123 - E and SG11 - LS 128 - E.


ITU-T SG12 would like to kindly thank SG11 for the information provided in SG11 - LS 123 - E and SG11 - LS 128 - E on its positions regarding the current and future activities of Q10/11 and Q15/11 of the last Study Period and also regarding the work item Y.FMIPQoS being studied by Q12/12.

Both Liaison Statements were presented and discussed in the January 2017 SG12 meeting. SG12 believes both matters were properly addressed by the World Telecommunications Standardization Assembly (Hammamet, 2016). 
The Assembly has approved the continuation of Question L/11 (former Q10/11 and Q15/11) in SG11 but has modified the wording of the Question to keep its scope focused on standardization of testing tools. 
Also, according to the WTSA Resolution 2 (Hammamet, 2016), the scope of both Study Groups were modified to avoid duplication of efforts, better clarifying SG12’s scope of standardizing performance, quality of service (QoS) and quality of experience (QoE) for the full spectrum of terminals, networks, services and applications ranging from speech over fixed circuit-based networks to multimedia applications over networks that are mobile and packet based, including related operational aspects, end-to-end quality aspects of interoperability, and the development of multimedia quality assessment methodologies, both subjective and objective; and SG11’s scope in developing testing methodology and test suites for standardized network parameters in relation to the framework for Internet-related performance measurement, as well as study of switching and signalling, and associated measurements and tests.

Regarding the work item Y.FMIPQoS, WTSA-16 also approved the wording of Question 12/12 without any changes to the SG12 proposal, which includes as a task for Q12/12 in the next study period of the continuation of the study of this work item. Regarding Y.FMIPQoS, we would like to inform SG11 that it was consented by the SG12 January 2017 meeting as the new ITU-T Recommendation Y.1545.1.

The WTSA-16 guidance indicates that SG12 has clear responsibility for various aspects of QoS, including measurement methodologies:

Reference events and metric definitions (SG12)

2.
Methods of Measurement, process but not implementation (SG12) 

Once these two steps are complete, additional activities can proceed, possibly in parallel:

•
Development of Numerical Performance Objectives (SG12)

•
Specifications and Requirements on Implementation of systems for Testing (SG11) (repeatable measurements across independent implementations are essential, therefore SG11 is encouraged to develop C&I specifications to evaluate systems conforming to SG11 testing specifications) 

•
Characterization study design (SG12)

•
Guidelines to Regulators for QoS measurement and monitoring (SG12)

We also inform you that SG12 has expanded its work plan for the 2017-2020 Study Period to include the following new and Revised Recommendations:

•
Incorporate the contributed guidance on measurement and monitoring IP QoS parameters in a revised version of Rec Y.1543, “Measurements in IP networks for inter-domain performance assessment”.

•
Revise Y.1540 “IP Packet Transfer and Availability Performance Parameters”, Appendix on the IP Service Availability Function to take account of the clarifications proposed at this meeting.

•
Prepare a new Y.1546 “Hand-over performance among multiple access networks”, Annex on the IP based Service Availability at a future meeting, to take account of the control and management aspects associated with service Activation.
