Background
IEC/SMB Decision 159/7 created the IEC Strategic Group 11 (SG 11) Hot Topic Radar.
Tasks of IEC/SG11 are
· to proactively monitor emerging issues, including technological changes and other challenges to the technical work of IEC (i.e. any future, emerging technologies, including non-technical issues, and anything which might pose a risk to IEC),
· to define a process and its implementation to:
· detect and maintain a list of hot topics,
· recommend further steps to SMB.
IEC/SG11 is chaired by Mr Emmanuel Petit (AFNOR), with support from IEC CO.
ITU-T was invited to participate through a TSAG delegate; Mr Yoichi Maeda is nominated by the TSB Director and is an ITU-T representative to IEC/SG11.
Hot topics, according to the current understanding of IEC/SG11, are emerging issues (i.e. requiring proactive & prospective thinking into the future); address technological and non-technological changes and challenges to IEC; primarily have long-term impact (perhaps also immediate impacts); and should not be too broad in scope.
IEC/SG11 has met once electronically in December 2017, and has set-up a process and action plan for its further work:
1) Develop process/methodology for detecting hot topics (WP1)
2) Develop process/methodology for sorting hot topics (WP2)
a) Brainstorming for identifying some initial topics
b) Define criteria for selecting hot topics
c) Document list of hot topics (e.g. in a simple DB)
3) Recommend further steps to IEC/SMB.
