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	Abstract:
	This liaison statement presents a review of the “hot topics” identified by TSAG, indicating which are relevant to ITU-T SG2, as well as issues that are relevant to ITU-T SG2 that were not originally identified by TSAG.


ITU-T SG2 welcomes the opportunity to review the list of hot topics identified by TSAG, to assess which are relevant to ITU-T SG2, and to identify additional hot topics that, in the view of ITU-T SG2 are currently omitted from the list.
A review by ITU-T SG2 of the topics identified by TSAG has identified the following three areas where ITU-T SG2 feels that it has a role to play and is not currently identified
1) Topic Reference 1) in relation to OTTs.  In line with the remit agreed at WTSA 2016, contributions have been received in relation to OTT and new work items are under development. Further activities in relation to Smart operation, management and maintenance, Telecom anti-fraud management and REST-based network management framework are also underway in ITU SG2 (Please see table below).
2) Topic Reference 9) in relation to accessibility.  In line with its responsibilities in relation to directly assigned numbering resources, ITU-T SG2 is evaluating a request for a global resource for services to promote accessibility.
3) Topic Reference 12) in relation to other topics.  In line with the responsibility that ITU-T SG2 has on Naming Numbering Addressing and Identification, ITU-T SG2 is making significant progress on developing tools that could assist in countering and combatting numbering misuse.  In addition, several requests for the assignment of directly assigned resources for M2M and IoT have been received and evaluated by experts and advice given to the Director of the TSB.  This activity shows no sign of abating.
