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	Abstract:
	This liaison further clarifies the relevant resolutions that are associated with the remit of ITU-T SG2 that could be streamlined.  This liaison statement identifies a course of action to be taken ahead of TSAG to collate further information for TSAG.


ITU-T SG2 would like to thank TSAG for its liaison on streamlining Resolutions (TSAG - LS 15). An initial identification of Resolutions that are relevant to ITU-T SG2 has been further identified from the list provided by TSAG and is provided below for TSAG’s information. Table 1 that TSAG provided and that identified cross references that exist in Resolutions as well as commonality of Resolutions between the ITU’s conferences and assemblies has been further reviewed by ITU-T SG2 to focus on those Resolutions that are relevant to ITU-T SG2. It should be noted that of the Resolutions that are relevant to ITU-T SG2 from WTSA (WTSA Resolutions 20, 29, 49, 60, 61,64,65 and 91), only WTSA Resolutions 20, 29, 49 64 and 65 would appear to have cross references and commonality.
ITU-T SG2 notes that TSAG has identified WTSA Resolution 65 as being relevant to Resolutions of other Conferences through cross referencing and of being stand alone.
ITU-T SG2 will continue to review the initial identification of cross references and specifically Resolutions 29 and 64 as identified as possible candidates for streamlining by correspondence and provide TSAG with further clarification.
