ITU-T Study Group 20 (ITU-T SG20) would like to thank TSAG for its liaison statement on WTSA-20 preparations.

In response to this LS, ITU-T SG20 started to review Annex 2 Current Mandate of ITU-T SG20 as set in Resolution 2 (Rev. Hammamet, 2016) and the current SG20 structure.

In this regard, two Ad-hoc Groups were created during the last meeting of ITU-T SG20 that took place from 25 November to 6 December 2019 in Geneva. One Ad-hoc Group on the Revision of Resolution 2 chaired by Mr Fabio Bigi, SG20 Vice-chairman and the second Ad-hoc Group on the Revision of ITU-T SG20 current structure. The Terms of Reference of this Ad-hoc groups are contained in TD1487.  

During the SG20 closing plenary, Dr Fabio Bigi, Chairman of the Ad-group 1 reported on the results of this group as contained in TD1507-R1. The Ad-group 1 met twice and reviewed ANNEX B (to Resolution 2 (Rev. Hyderabad, 2020)) - Points of guidance to ITU-T study groups for development of the post-2020 work programme. Dr Bigi reported that consensus was reached on most of the items. However, the following items remained unsolved.
