	Abstract:
	The document presented the progress report of FG QIT4N since its establishment in the last TSAG meeting.


Introduction
The ITU-T Focus Group on quantum information technology for networks (FG QIT4N) was established by TSAG in Sept. 2019. 
The Terms of References (ToR, ref. TSAG-TD632R3) of the Focus Group are:
· Considering evolution and applications of QIT for networks. 
· The topics of study include: 
· telecom/network aspects of QKD networks that are identified in close coordination with ITU-T SG13 and SG17 as not within the scope of SG13 (QKD network architecture aspects) and SG17 (security aspects of QKD network and applications of QRNG for security).
· QIN technology and network evolution.
· The FG outputs will focus on terminology and use cases. The FG will reference relevant terminology defined in the pertinent ITU-T SGs. When necessary, the FG will liaise with the relevant SGs if terminology needs to evolve to take into account technology evolution. 
· To provide necessary technical background information and collaborative conditions in order to effectively support QIN-related standardization work in ITU-T study groups.
· To provide an open cooperation platform with ITU-T study groups and other SDOs, including collaborative standardization work, co-located meetings, and workshop on quantum topic.
According to its ToR, FG QIT4N has a lifetime of 12 months from its first meeting. 
Meetings
The Focus Group held an efficient and cooperative first meeting in Jinan, China from 9-10 Dec. 2019 and achieved key agreements on FG leadership, working areas and possible deliverables and organization structure. It was agreed that future FG-QIT4N meeting will be 3-4 days, with an optional 1-2 day workshop if invited by host. It was proposed to hold four meetings before the next TSAG, the ideas/proposals for future FG-QIT4N meetings is summarized in QIT4N-O-004.
The 2nd meeting of FG-QIT4N is scheduled to be held on 18-20 February 2020 in Riyadh, Saudi Arabia, with a workshop preceding the meeting on the 17 February 2020.
