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This liaison answers TSAG-LS21R2, TSAG-LS21R2, TSAG-LS21R2.
A new liaison statement has been received from SG15.

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Thank you for your liaison statement “LS/i on streamlining Resolutions”. During our review of this liaison statement and its attachments we noted Resolution 77 – “Enhancing the standardization work in the ITU Telecommunication Standardization Sector for software-defined networking” and Resolution 90 – “Open source in the ITU Telecommunication Standardization Sector” that were adopted by WTSA in 2016.

SG15 received contributions from members in 2014 to consider the extension of the ASON architecture to encompass some aspects of SDN. These early studies resulted in SDN being added to the terms of reference for Q12/15 and Q14/15 in 2016. These Questions approved the first SDN related Recommendation [ITU‑T G.7702] “Architecture for SDN control of transport networks” in 2018 and are continuing to work on extending G.7702 and the development of a suite of Recommendations to allow the deployment of SDN in Transport networks. Further SG15 have addressed the use of SDN to manage transport networks that support IMT‑2020 as described in GSTR-TN5G.

SG15 (especially Q14) utilizes Open Source tooling and engages in the development of YANG models leveraging the IETF’s YANG Catalog and repository.  There is cooperative engagement with IETF, ONF, MEF and IEEE 802.1 on the advancement of technologies that rely on Open Source tool operation and development.  Open Source engagement is key to the rapid development and evolution of the standardization process. SG15 does not feel that a resolution or other rules are necessary to reap the benefits of Open Source for the development of ITU-T Recommendations, as demonstrated by the work of Q14/15.

Proposal

The activities in SG15 described above clearly show that neither Resolution 77 nor Resolution 90 are required. We therefore suggest that Resolution 77 and Resolution 90 should be supressed.
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
