	TSAG is seeking guidance from the ITU Coordination Committee for Terminology (CCT) on use of inclusive language in ITU-T standards and ITU-T publications.


TSAG has received from 3GPP a liaison statement in TSAG-TD987 (also attached) “LS on Use of Inclusive Language in 3GPP specifications [from 3GPP TSG SA]”, which shows 3GPP’s approach to use more inclusive and neutral language in the 3GPP specifications and brings TD987 hereby to your attention.

TSAG kindly seeks your guidance on the following questions:

1) Does the issue of using more inclusive and neutral language apply to ITU-T standards, and to other ITU-T publications?
2) In case question 1) could be positively answered,
a) Which common approach would CCT recommend for ITU-T to address more inclusive and neutral language in ITU-T standards, and in other ITU-T publications published in the past as well as in future documents?

b) How to handle occurrences of non-inclusive terminology in past ITU-T publications?

c) How to handle normative references from ITU-T Recommendations to external standards and specifications, which do not use inclusive and neutral terminology?

d) How could the CCT assist in the availability of a harmonized inclusive and neutral terminology (repository) for usage across the entire ITU-T Sector?

We are looking forward to receiving your guidance on the above.
