	ITU Workshop on Voice Recognition Implementation in Vehicles and meeting of ITU-T Focus Group on Vehicular Multimedia Working Group 3 (virtual, 30 June - 1 July 2022)


Dear Sir/Madam,
Please be informed that the meeting of the ITU-T Focus Group on Vehicular Multimedia Working Group 3 (FG-VM WG3) will be held online on 30 June and 1 July 2022 at 0930-1230 hours CEST (Geneva time). The meeting will be kicked off by the Workshop on “Voice Recognition Implementation in Vehicles”, which will be held online on 30 June 2022, 0930-1230 CEST (Geneva time).
1	Background
This Focus Group analyses and identifies gaps in the vehicular multimedia standardization landscape, and drafts technical reports and specifications covering, among others, vehicular multimedia use cases, requirements, applications, interfaces, protocols, architectures and security. The first Technical Report developed by this focus group formed the basis for a new ITU-T Recommendation, which was approved by ITU-T Study Group 16 in August 2020:
–	ITU-T F.749.3 “Use cases and requirements for vehicular multimedia networks”
The second Technical Report developed by this Focus Group was submitted to ITU-T SG16 and formed the basis for the following new ITU-T Recommendation, which was approved by ITU-T Study Group 16 in January 2022:
–	ITU-T H.551 “Architecture of vehicular multimedia systems”
Currently the Focus Group focuses on furthering the current ongoing deliverable through incoming written contributions. The updated version of the draft of FG-VM TR03 is as contained in:
–	FG-VM Technical Report (TR03): “Implementation Aspects of Vehicular Multimedia” (FGVM‑O‑076).
[bookmark: _2_Workshop_on]1.1	Previous meeting results
During the latest meeting of FG-VM WG3 on Vehicular Multimedia and Infotainment Implementation, which was held on 24 May 2022, a member contribution highlighted a set of relevant technologies to implement voice recognition in vehicles. The associated discussion, among various stakeholders, highlighted the need to identify specific requirements on voice recognition in vehicles, which may be included in the scope of an international standard. Changan Automobile, Aston Martin, Huawei and other stakeholders expressed interest in organizing a Workshop to discuss further the specific aspects of voice recognition in vehicles. Various stakeholders also raised that the way to implement this technology would significantly differ among the car models. Thus, for addressing the expected scope of such implementation aspects for voice recognition, which may need to be included in the current ITU-T FG-VM TR03 about “Vehicular Multimedia Implementation”, and especially in view of future ITU-T Recommendations, it is essential to propose suggestions for implementing voice recognition, including views about options or configurations. According to the FG-VM discussion, it seems that Voice Recognition is fully based on deep learning processes developed by suppliers and OEM and does not rely on standards. It was also mentioned that references to standards and initiatives on guidance or certification of voice recognition would need to be studied.
[bookmark: _2_Workshop_on_1]2	Workshop on Voice Recognition Implementation in Vehicles
The Workshop on Voice Recognition Implementation in Vehicles is scheduled to take place online on 30 June 2022, 0930-1230 CEST (Geneva time). This Workshop aims at presenting the state of the art and trends related to the implementation of voice recognition in the vehicles to feed discussions in the ITU Focus Group on Vehicular Multimedia about Infotainment implementation aspects. 
Voice recognition systems should ensure positive user experience with HMI and should keep the vehicle safety unchanged, for instance the driver should not get distracted or confused due to this voice recognition implementation.
