Arab Proposal 

Conformance and interoperability testing was requested by Developing countries (these include the least developed countries LDCs, small islands developing states SIDS and countries with economies in transition) which represents more than 75% of all ITU Member States based on the following facts:

a) Interoperability of International networks was the main reason to create the ITU in 1865 and continue to be valid for all these years up till today ( see also Goal 4 of ITU strategic plan as well as the first objectives and outputs of the Telecommunication Standardization Sector as spelled in the strategic mission in 5.1 of Resolution 71( Rev. Antalya, 2006) strategic plan of the Union for 2008- 2011. 
b) All developing countries ( including all Arab states ) without exception supported the WTSA new Resolution 75.

The Arab group:

1- Believes that such objective could be made easily by those manufacturers willing to promote their final products.
2- Such facilities for testing interoperability is recommended to  be available by all manufacturers. The Arab states is not requesting any regional laboratory to carry such testing which shall be carried out by each manufacturer as was the case for (GMPCS) Terminals as  using  the relevant ( MOU) see 67A of the Constitution . This will be the best method to use ITU Mark for a possible future ITU Mark program.   
3- As regards building the necessary human-resource capacities this shall be done in accordance with WTCA Resolution 44.
4- The Arab States will support the proper implementation of this Resolution at the next  ITU council meeting as well as during the coming PP.
