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At its meeting in Cotonou, 10-11 May 2012, the Study Group 3 Regional Group for Africa (SG3RG-AFR) agreed to submit for consideration by the African Regional Preparatory Meeting for the 2012 World Telecommunications Standardization Assembly (WTSA-12) a draft new WTSA Resolution on Actual Implementation of Network Externalities.

SG3RG-AFR invites the Preparatory Meeting to submit this draft new Resolution for consideration and approval by WTSA-12.

the Tunis Agenda for the Information Society (Tunis, 2005);

Resolution 22 (Rev. Antalya, 2006) on Apportionment of revenues in providing international telecommunication services;
c)
the approval by the World Telecommunications Standardization Assembly (Johannesburg, 2008) of Recommendation ITU-T D.156 on Network externalities,
noting


that some countries had expressed a reservation regarding this Recommendation, requesting clarification of certain questions and a concrete method for determining the network externality premiums,
considering further
a)
the approval by ITU-T Study Group 3 in May 2010 of Annex A of Recommendation ITU-T D.156 on Practical implementation of Recommendation ITU-T D.156, which replies to the questions that had been raised;
b)
the approval by ITU-T Study Group 3 in September 2012 of Annex B of Recommendation ITU-T D.156 on Determination of the network externality premium, which provides a concrete method for determining the network externality premiums,
