that continuous work and review of application programme interfaces (APIs) is being carried out in the ITU‑R and ITU‑T Sectors;

the approval by ITU‑T of ITU‑T Recommendation J.202 – Harmonization of procedural content formats for interactive TV applications,

recommends

that, for relevant applications in television broadcasting, the formats included in ITU‑T Recommendation J.202 should be used until a future update of this Recommendation is published. A summary of ITU‑T Recommendation J.202 is provided inAnnex 1 to this Recommendation

Annex 1

Summary of ITU-T Recommendation J.202: Harmonization of procedural
content formats for interactive TV applications

This Recommendation defines APIs, semantic guarantees and system aspects of platform behaviour for harmonized procedural content formats for interactive TV applications.

It is intended to harmonize the application environment for interactive TV applications. The potential for commonality in the procedural application environment is based on the analysis of the common core identified in the work leading to this Recommendation. Such commonality would benefit content providers through knowledge of commonly adopted procedural functionality and economies of scale.
