Public transport
From the train station “Cornavin”, Tram 15 will take you to the “Place des Nations” stop which is in front of the ITU
Montbrillant building where the registration will take place.

Bus 8 (near the ITU Tower, “UIT” stop) will take you to and from the railway station “Cornavin”.
From the airport, Bus 5 takes you to the “Place des Nations” stop.

Ticket machines are available at tram and bus stops.
Hotels provide, free of charge, a “Geneva Transport Card” for the length of your stay. This personal card allows you to
take the tram, bus and train in Geneva without paying.

In the luggage claim area of the Geneva International Airport, you can get an 80-minute ticket free of charge for a ride
on the train, bus or tram to the place of your accommodation.
