Please be informed that the 11th meeting of the ITU-T Focus Group on AI for autonomous and assisted driving (FG-AI4AD) will take place fully virtually on 28-29 September 2022 (1200-1500 hours CEST).
1	Background and Previous Meeting Results
The FG-AI4AD supports standardization activities for services and applications enabled by AI systems in autonomous and assisted driving in accordance with the 1949 and 1968 Convention on Road Traffic. The work of FG-AI4AD links closely with the UNECE Global Forum for Road Safety (e.g., WP1, WP29, GRVA) and progress will be shared with these committees. FG-AI4AD aims to establish a universal minimal performance threshold for AI enabled driving functions (such as AI as a Driver), which is essential to building the global public trust required for widespread deployment of AI on our roads.
The tenth meeting of FG-AI4AD was held on 23 June 2022. Please see the related meeting report posted as output FGAI4AD-O-031 (free ITU User Account required).
The meeting discussed a plan for finalization of TR01, TR03 and TR04 and agreed to reconvene on 24 August to review the progresses on these Technical Reports. The final FG-AI4AD plenary was planned on 28-29 September 2022.
2	Eleventh meeting of Focus Group on AI for Autonomous and Assisted Driving (28-29 September 2022)
The eleventh FG-AI4AD meeting will be organized fully virtually on 28-29 September 2022. The meeting is expected to commence at 1200 hours CEST till 1500 hours CEST.

· TR04: "Automated driving safety data protocol – Public safety benefits of continual monitoring”
