	RESOLUTION GSC-17/15:  (GRSC) Reconfigurable Radio Systems (Revised) 


The 17th Global Standards Collaboration meeting (Jeju, 13 – 16 May, 2013)

Recognizing:

a) that Reconfigurable Radio Systems (RRS) may offer design and operational versatility and flexibility in radio systems;

b) that RRS may help in reducing the mismatch between the lifecycles of terminal equipment and communications technology; 

c) that RRS have been addressed in a variety of organizations, often by people interested in different aspects and for different purposes;

d) that the terms used in association with RRS currently vary significantly;

e) that some of the features that many would currently associate with RRS do not, in fact, require RRS technology to be implemented or achieved (e.g., some kind of flexibility may be obtained by multimode equipment); 

f) that the use of RRS may have implications on the radio parameters, security, and/or reliability of operation; 

g) that it would be useful if SDOs and regulatory bodies adopted a common set of terms covering the various aspects relating to RRS (e.g., focusing on various layers, physical, logical, etc.);

h) that traditionally, harmonization of the use of the spectrum on a regional or global basis is preferred for many reasons, including the need to ensure the availability of a broad range of technologies and applications; and

j)
that the deployment of RRS may provide more flexibility to radio systems that operate in non-harmonized frequency bands.

Considering:

Resolves:

to encourage GSC Members, and to invite other standards bodies and regulatory bodies, to cooperate in order to adopt common terminology definitions and common approaches covering the various aspects relating to RRS. 
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
