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This liaison answers SG15 - LS 181.

ITU-T SG11 would like to thank ITU-T SG15 for the proposal (SG15-LS181), asking to remove some entries, which are not valid or do not refer to a particular test specifications, from the living list of key technologies suitable for C&I testing.
Due to the lack of ITU-T Recs in the living list of key technologies, which are related to the ITU-T SG15 study area, it was figured out that the LS refers to the Reference table of ITU-T Recs which can be used for C&I testing.
In this regard, the relevant changes have been done in the reference table in accordance with the request. The final version of reference table is available in TD 756 and will be publically available on the ITU C&I Portal.
