Contribution to IRG/GTE related to Approach 2


Planning again the broadcasting-satellite service has become necessary and urgent for many reasons among which:


•	the outdated characteristics of the 1977 Plan, so that a limited number of systems could be brought into use, in conformity with the original plan contained in Appendix 30;


•	the spectrum assigned to each coverage area (five channels in Region 1 and four channels in Region 3) does not allow economical development and launching of broadcasting satellite;


•	the extensive use of the procedures contained in Article 4, resulted in a high fill factor of paper satellite, a monopolization of spectrum, orbit and obviously created an important group of countries necessarily against any replanning of a significant spectrum to each country.


The ITU Constitution recognizes "that radio frequencies and the geostationary-satellite orbit are limited natural resources and that they must be used rationally, efficiently and economically, in conformity with the provisions of the Radio Regulations, so that countries or groups of countries may have equitable access to both, taking into account the special needs of the developing countries and the geographical situation of particular countries" CS196.


In accordance with the revised agenda of WRC-2000, the conference should decide about the revision of the Appendix 30 and Appendix 30A Plans. To that effect, activities to be carried out by the IRG and GTE should result in draft plans to be considered by WRC-2000. The IRG has to review its priorities in the light of the decision by the ITU membership to change the agenda of WRC-2000 in defining these priorities.


The IRG has to act in accordance with the principles contained in Resolution 531, the wording of the agenda of WRC-2000. Essentially the replanning should at least find solutions to the above three shortcomings of Appendix 30 by:


–	reviewing the technical characteristics adopted by WRC-97 with the view to avoid replanning becoming outdated after a relatively short life of the Plans;


–	including in the downlink plan an amount of spectrum permitting the economical development and launch of broadcasting satellite;


–	reviewing the procedures of modifications to the plans by all Member States;


–	investigating some technical parameters, coordination criteria and planning parameters such as the reduction of orbital separation and efficient channel reuse in the view of increasing the capacity of the Plan.
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
