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DURATION OF THE SECOND CPM
With the market demands growing, the WRCs are expected to deal with many issues. For WRC‑2003, based on the resolution made by WRC-2000, the Council made the resolution which authorizes 39 agenda items at its 2000 annual meeting. Since the WRCs are held once in two or three years, sufficient preparation should be made for the timely response to the market demands. CPM-2, which is held about 6 months before WRC to examine and consolidate the technical background of the agenda items, is an invaluable preparation mechanism for effective discussions at WRC, and moreover it is a very good opportunity to provide the participants from relatively large number of Member States with the results of the studies in ITU-R and to exchange the views of Member States and the regions on each agenda item toward harmonization. 

Recognizing such an important role of CPM-2, Japan considers that it is appropriate to hold CPM-2 for the same duration as before.
PROPOSED ACTION OF THE RAG
To advise Director, Radiocommunications Bureau, to take appropriate measures so that CPM-2 will be held for the same duration as before.
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
