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OTHER ISSUES ON RESOLUTION 18








1 - Uncoordinated Use of Orbital/Spectrum Resources


	A provision should be included in the RR to ensure that when harmful interference to the reception of any station whose assignments have already been recorded in the Master International Frequency Register is actually caused  by an uncoordinated satellite network, the uncoordinated system must, upon receipt of advice thereof, immediately cease its emissions until the problem is solved.





2 - Transfer of Orbit-Spectrum Resource


	The transfer of Orbit-Spectrum Resource from one administration to another should not be permitted.


	An administration that has obtained some rights on the orbit-spectrum resources via the date of the co-ordination, or through a Plan cannot transfer these rights to another administration. This question cannot be associated to operating satellites which are no longer needed by an operating entity of one administration and the satellites are sold to another operating entity with the original administration retaining the responsibility of the satellites.





3 - Efficient Use of the Orbit/Spectrum Resources


	The following measures should be adopted to provide for an efficient use of the orbit / spectrum resources:


effective actions to discourage the creation of “paper satellites”;


use of the latest technologies for space and earth stations;


use of mechanisms to reward the administrations which employ the most recent satellite technology systems; and


revision of the sharing criteria between satellite systems taking into account the evolution of the technology to allow  the use of the same piece of spectrum by a greater number of satellite networks.





4 - DTH Use of FSS Bands


	DTH systems should be allowed in any bands allocated to the FSS and  the BSS.





5 - Role of Governments in Keeping the ITU Regulatory Regime Adapted to the Varying Technologies


	Administrations should actively participate in ITU-R activities, starting from Study Groups up to world radiocommunication conferences with the view of making appropriate changes to the Radio Regulations to accommodate for the introduction of new technologies. Task Groups could be created under the pertinent ITU-R Study Groups to study technological matters and their implications on the regulatory regime of the ITU.





6 - Role of System Operators in Keeping the ITU Regulatory Regime Adapted to the Varying Technologies


	Once the operators have identified some new technology and its application, this information should be promptly submitted to the ITU-R Study Groups.





7 - Role of the Radio Regulations Board and the Radiocommunication Bureau in Keeping the ITU Regulatory Regime Adapted to the Varying Technologies


	The BR and RRB should comment the result of the studies of Task Groups on technological matters to the competent conference.





8 - Aspects of Regional Coordination


	Some degree of coordination agreement could be reached on a regional basis. This could facilitate the coordination process. In any case the results of the negotiations should be communicated to the ITU according to the Radio Regulations.
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
