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The following are the comments on the Preliminary report of the Rapporteur of SC.





para. 2.1  3rd intent, it seems that it is not practicable to use mechanisms that reward those that use the latest technologies. In effect the use of the best technologies is self rewarding in that their use should facilitate effective coordination;





para. 3.4.5	 It seems that one can draw a general conclusion in that where it is decided to plan or to replan, the planning should be done on the basis of using only the minimum requirements so that there will significant flexibility to satisfy future unforeseen requirements such as regional requirements;





 para. 3.4.6.1  In the last para it states that there is no indication as to what should be done if the network is not brought into use within the period. Para.  4.3.5 of App. 30 and the RRB's rules cover this situation in respect to new assignments;





para. .3.4.6.3	It is clear from the RRB's rules that as long as a reason is given, the notice is complete, but that the reason cannot be used to prevent a modification to the Plan.





para. 6.2.2 last para. We suggest that the last sentence be dropped as it put forward as an idea but with many problems and the discussions have substantiated the problems.
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
