Introduction

The next meetings of Working Parties 1A, 1B and 1C  and Task Group 1/5 have been foreseen in the programme of the Radiocommunication Study Groups given in the calendar of meetings contained in Addendum 2 to Circular Letter CA/50 dated 15 February 1999. Date and place of the meetings
