To Administrations of Member States of the ITU and Radiocommunication Sector Members participating in the work of Radiocommunication Study Groups 4, 9 and 11


Subject:	Software for use in determining the conformity of non-GSO FSS networks with EPFD limits


1	In considering the use of non-geostationary systems in the fixed-satellite service in certain frequency bands including bands covered by Appendices S30/S30A and S30B, WRC-97 added new provisional technical limits in terms of equivalent power flux-density (EPFD) to determine conformity of such systems with Article S22 of the Radio Regulations,  Annex 1 to Resolution 130 (WRC-97) and the Annex to Resolution 538 (WRC-97). 


2	The ITU-R Joint Task Group 4-9-11 (JTG 4-9-11) was charged with production of the draft CPM text in response to Resolutions 130 (WRC-97) and 538 (WRC-97).  The JTG 4-9-11 has developed the draft specification for software which could be used by the BR/ITU to perform the regulatory examination concerning the conformity under RR1503/No. S11.31 and calculation of EPFD as defined in Article S22 (Nos. S22.5 C.1 and S22.5 D.1) and in the Annexes to Resolutions 130 (WRC-97) and 538 (WRC-97).


3	An interim version of the software specification was sent in Circular letter 4/LCCE/53, 9/LCCE/44, 11/LCCE/36, which also included an invitation to administrations to inform the Radiocommunication Bureau whether they had plans to develop software according to this specification, and whether they were willing to offer it to the Bureau for evaluation together with the relevant documentation. The final version of the software specification was approved by JTG 4�9-11 at its last meeting (26 May - 1 June 1999).  This document was submitted by JTG 4�9�11 to JWP 10-11S as a draft new Recommendation to go through procedures for a new ITU-R Recommendation. It was further submitted by JWP 10-11S to SG 11.  The SG 11 decided, at its June 1999 meeting, to seek adoption by correspondence and then to seek approval by consultation of the Member States in accordance with Resolution ITU-R 1-2.  A copy of the draft new Recommendation on software specification is attached to this letter.

4	The Radiocommunication Bureau, will examine each submitted software package from the point of view of conformity with the EPFD assessment, general features, program architecture, platform requirement, user-friendliness and transparency. 


5	It should be reiterated that in order that the BR completes its review and  announces its choice of the most appropriate tool for performing its mandate by the time of WRC-2000, the candidate software would have to be submitted to the BR no later than 17 January 2000.
