Introduction

The Finnish currency unit is the markka (FIM), divided into 100 pennies.

Winter usually begins in mid-October in Lapland and during November in southern and central parts of the country. The first snow falls in northern Finland in September, and elsewhere in October. Major credit cards (American Express, Diner's Club, Eurocard, Master Card, Access and Visa) are accepted by most Finnish hotels, restaurants, car rental agencies, department stores and shops.


SHOPPING HOURS


The most common opening hours are 9 a.m. - 6 p.m. on weekdays and 9 a.m. - 3 p.m. on Saturdays, though many shops are now open until 9 p.m. on weekdays and until 6 p.m. on Saturdays.
