INTERFERENCE PROTECTION AND MINIMUM FIELD STRENGTH �FOR LAND MOBILE SYSTEMS

REQUEST FOR TECHNICAL INFORMATION FROM WP 8A MEMBERS

A liaison statement was sent in 1995 to TG 1/3. It contained a list of the parameters deemed necessary by WP 8A to conduct interference calculations when using the methodology that was being developed by that Task Group. What is needed to protect the land mobile service from undesired emissions is the values to be used for these parameters when conducting interference predictions. Also needed is information on any other analytic model(s) that might be used for conducting interference studies.

Be advised that a correspondence group on Interference Protection and Minimum Field Strength for Land Mobile Systems has been formed in WP 8A to gather the necessary information needed for intraservice and interservice interference studies, and to perform necessary studies with a goal of preparing (a) Recommendation(s) by 1999. The correspondence group will compile all contributed information to permit consistent results when conducting either intraservice or interservice studies.

All WP 8A members are requested to contribute the requested information on system  parameters, interference threshold criteria, operating duty cycle, geographic distributions and any numerical models that may be used for this purpose to the Rapporteur of the correspondence group.

It is further requested that all parties committed to making a contribution contact the Rapporteur at the onset of their effort to assure consistency in the format of the information contributions which will facilitate compilation, and to avoid duplicate efforts. This contact should be accomplished by 30 April 1998. The goal for receipt of contributions is 31 May 1988. Specific parameter information desired is listed on the next page as well as any explanatory comments.

�ANNEX 2

TERMS OF REFERENCE FOR WORKING PARTY 8A �WRC CORRESPONDENCE GROUP

It will be the general task of this group to gather and circulate among its participants information relative to WRC preparation which concerns the land mobile, amateur, and amateur-satellite service allocations.

1)	As necessary, the group will draft, for the consideration of WP 8A, liaison statements and responses to liaison statements to other working parties relative to WRC preparation.

2)	The group will review proposals for future WRC agenda items.

3)	The group will provide a forum for discussion of differences between administrations' positions with regard to the relevant issues and will resolve these issues to the extent possible.

4)	The group will disseminate other relative information concerning WRC preparation where possible.

5)	The group will advise Working Party 7D on WRC agenda items 1.11, 1.16, 8.6, and 8.7. All work completed on this by 1 September 1998 will be brought to the attention of the ITU Secretariat for WP 8A and the Chairman of WP 8A who may then present it to WP 7D at its September 1998 meeting.

6)	The group will review approved ITU-R texts for existing relative information and deal with it appropriately.

Working methods of the correspondence group

The correspondence group shall carry out its work, to the extent possible by E-mail. All documents submitted to the Rapporteur will be circulated thereby to all other participants for comment.

The Rapporteur will periodically produce a report from the correspondence group for submission to the Chairman of Working Party 8A and the other members of the correspondence group. This report will contain all information relative to the work of the correspondence group at that time.
