	Situation concerning Recommendations under the Alternative Approval Process (AAP)


Dear Sir/Madam,

1.
The World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly (WTSA-2000), which was held in Montreal, Canada, from 27 September to 6 October 2000, adopted a new approval procedure, entitled “Alternative Approval Process (AAP)”.  The AAP is set out in ITU-T Recommendation A.8.

The AAP applies to Recommendations which do not have policy or regulatory implications, which therefore do not require formal consultation of Member States (see ITU Convention 246B and WTSA Resolution 37, Montreal, 2000).

2.
I would recall that in TSB Circular 2, 30 November 2000, you were already informed of some details concerning the AAP implementation – I take this opportunity to remind you of the main points, as follows:

2.1
According to the main sequence of events defined in Recommendation A.8, the Director of the TSB will make the following announcements and notifications:

i-
Initiation of the last call (LC) including a summary and the location of the complete text of the draft Recommendation

ii-
The results of the LC judgment: 1) approval, or 2) submission to the subsequent study group meeting, or 3) initiation of comment resolution process.  In the latter two cases, appropriate dates are noted

iii-
The beginning of an additional review (AR) including the summary and location of the complete revised text of the draft Recommendation, in case such an action is requested

iv-
The results of the AR judgment (if applied): 1) approval, or 2) submission to the subsequent study group meeting

v-
The Director of the TSB announces the intention to seek approval at a subsequent study group meeting.  References to the relevant texts and associated LC and AR comments, if any, are provided

vi-
The results of the above-mentioned study group decision

2.2
According to the request of the November 2000 meeting of ITU-T Study Group Chairmen, AAP announcements will be posted and updated on the ITU-T website, in principle, every two weeks.

2.3
In accordance with WTSA-2000 Resolution 32 “Strengthening the use of electronic document handling for the work of ITU-T”, it is the ultimate aim of the TSB that all of the procedures associated with the AAP will eventually be handled fully electronically.  With this aim in mind, your kind cooperation is sought to assist the TSB, by returning to us the Annex to TSB Circular 2, containing the AAP contact e-mail address, if you have not already done so.  The AAP e-mail contact address will eventually be the only one authorized for e-mail correspondence concerning AAP, when the AAP procedures will be fully electronic.

3.
However, until fully electronic working is achieved for the AAP, the TSB will issue an AAP announcement, in principle every two weeks, containing the latest situation concerning Recommendations under the AAP in summarized tables.  This is the first announcement in this fortnightly series.

4.
In Annex 1 to this announcement, please find the situation concerning Recommendations which have received Study Group/Working Party consent and which are consequently under last call review.  Future issues of this fortnightly announcement will contain additional status information as the AAP procedures progress.

5.
