Draft new Amendment 1 to ITU-T Recommendation H.324

Terminal for low bit-rate multimedia communication: 
Clarifications, corrections and new Annex J “ASN.1 OIDs defined in Recommendation H.324”
AAP Summary

This Recommendation describes terminals for low bit-rate multimedia communication, utilizing V.34 modems operating over the GSTN. H.324 terminals may carry real-time voice, data, and video, or any combination, including videotelephony.

H.324 terminals may be used in multipoint configurations through MCUs, and may interwork with H.320 terminals on the ISDN, as well as with terminals on wireless networks.

Amendment 1 addresses a series of reported problems and clarifications discussed and approved by Q.1/16 during ITU-T experts and Study Group meetings, namely: addition of new references, clarifications on audio and video muting and on usage of multiple video channels, plus clarifications and changes to the call reset procedure. Additionally, a new Annex J is provided which summarizes the OIDs defined in H.324 and defines H.324 generic capabilities which are used in H.245-signalling based systems. Annex J also introduces a SessionResetCapability capability identifier, which is defined in 7.7.1/H.324.
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
