Guidelines and general principles for the planning of Public Frame Relay Data networks and the routing of International Frame Relay Traffic are provided.   In particular guidance on the incorporation of service requirements into the network routing process is provided. Principles for routing in the case of Frame Relay / ATM interworking is also provided.
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
