The World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly (WTSA-2000), which was held in Montreal, from 27 September to 6 October 2000, has adopted new working methods and a new study group structure for the 2001‑2004 study period. ITU-T and TSB documents in paper form 

As for previous study periods, a list of addresses, which is used for the distribution of ITU-T study groups reports and contributions, as well as TSB circulars and collective-letters in paper form, is drawn up at the beginning of every study period on the basis of the replies provided by the Administrations of ITU Member States, ITU-T Sector Members and ITU-T Associates. The documents are dispatched to a single address, each organization being responsible for its own internal distribution.

In view of reducing postal charges incurred by ITU for the dispatch of documents, a maximum of five copies of each document can be requested.

One copy of TSB circulars will automatically be distributed to all Administrations of Member States and ITU-T Sector Members.
