Dear Sir,

The public Frame Relay Networks may be numbered under the X.121 numbering plan or under the E.164 numbering plan. The public Frame Relay Networks numbered under the X.121 numbering plan are identified by use of the Data Network Identification Codes (DNICs) associated with those networks. Notification to the TSB of the allocation of DNICs is discussed in TSB Circular 31 dated 14 April 1997.

This circular letter brings to the attention of Administrations the need to allocate network identifiers for public Frame Relay Networks which may be numbered under the E.164 numbering plan.  The procedure for notifying the TSB of any such allocations made is also specified.

Recommendations X.36 and X.76 specify the protocol mechanism for identifying Frame Relay Networks.  For those public Frame Relay Networks numbered under the E.164 numbering plan, the International Identifier will consist of the E.164 Country Code followed by a network identifier code.  The maximum length of the International Identifier is 8 octets coded according to Recommendation T.50.  Only numeric values (0-9) will be used.

The assignment of Frame Relay Network Identification Codes is seen to be a national matter. However, regular publication of such information is required to be made available to both users and operators of public Frame Relay Networks for the effective operation of features such as closed user group and transit network selection and for the interworking of public Frame Relay Networks.

Information on the assignment and notification process has been incorporated into an informative appendix in Recommendations X.36 and X.76 which define the user-network interface and the network-to-network interface protocols for Frame Relay (see Annex 1).

The  ITU-T will maintain a list of allocated codes and regularly publish the information.  The notification process is similar to that currently in use for the notification and publication of assigned X.121 DNICs. 

Annex 2 outlines the notification procedure used for to notify the TSB of any allocations made.

Annex 3 contains a notification form.

International Identifiers for networks providing Frame Relay Data Transmission Services  and numbered under the E.164 numbering plan





VI.1	Introduction

For those public Frame Relay Networks numbered under the E.164 numbering plan, the International Identifier will consist of the E.164 Country Code followed by a network identifier code.  The maximum length of the International Identifier is 8 octets coded according to Recommendation T.50.  Only numeric values (0-9) will be used.

Whilst the assignment of these network identification codes is seen to be a national matter, regular publication of such information is required to be made available to both users and operators of public Frame Relay Networks.  Accordingly this appendix outlines the procedure for the assignment by a national authority, and notification to the ITU-T of the allocated network identification codes, in order that this information can be maintained in a central register and be published on a regular basis.



VI.2	Assignment and notification process.

The assignment of network identification codes to Frame Relay Networks numbered under the E.164 numbering plan, in order to create an International Identifier, is a purely national matter and will be made by a national authority in accordance with national laws and regulations or agreed national arrangements.  The allocating authority will notify the ITU-TSB of any new or revised assignments.  Assignments of Frame Relay Network Identification Codes will be published in the ITU operational Bulletin.  A recapitulatory list is published annually in the Operational Bulletin.

�Procedure for the notification of the assignment of Network Identification Codes for Frame Relay Networks numbered under E.164 



Assignments by Administrations of Frame Relay Network Identification Codes will be published in the ITU Operational Bulletin. A recapitulatory list of the Frame Relay Network Identification Codes  is published annually in the Operational Bulletin.  In order to keep this list up to date, Administrations are requested to inform the TSB of any new assignments, re-allocations or removals of Network Identification Codes  by completing the notification form in Annex 3.
