1	At the request of the Chairman of Study Group 13, (General network aspects), �I have the honour to inform you that this Study Group, which will meet from �8 to 19 September 1997, intends to apply the procedure described in Resolution 1, Section 8, of the WTSC (Geneva, 1996) for the approval of three revised Recommendations and of three new Recommendations.


2	The summaries and locations of the draft revised ITU-T Recommendations and draft new ITU-T Recommendations proposed for approval will be found in Annex 1.


3	Any ITU Member State or Sector Member aware of a patent held by itself or others which may fully or partly cover elements of the draft Recommendations proposed for approval is requested to disclose such information to the TSB, in accordance with TSB patent policy (see Resolution 1, Appendix 1 to Section 8, of the WTSC (Geneva, 1996)).

4	Having regard to the provisions of Resolution 1, Section 8, I should be grateful if you would inform me by 2400 hours UTC on 27 August 1997 whether your Administration assigns authority to Study Group 13 that these draft revised or new Recommendations should be considered for approval at the Study Group meeting.


	Should any Member States be of the opinion that consideration for approval should not proceed, they should advise their reasons for disapproving and indicate the possible changes that would facilitate further consideration and approval of the draft revised or new Recommendations.


5	If 70% or more of the replies from Member States support consideration for approval of these draft revised or new Recommendations at the Study Group meeting, one Plenary session will be devoted on 8 September 1997 to apply the approval procedure. In exceptional circumstances (several contributions presented on a given Recommendation) and at the request of several Members, the final consideration of a given Recommendation could be deferred to the closing Plenary.


I accordingly invite your Administration to send a representative to the meeting. The Administrations of Member States of the Union are invited to supply the name of the Head of their delegation. If your Administration wishes to be represented at the meeting by a recognized operating agency, a scientific or industrial organization or another entity dealing with telecommunication matters, the Director should be duly informed, in accordance with Article 19, No. 239, of the Convention of the International Telecommunication Union (Geneva, 1992), as amended by the Plenipotentiary Conference (Kyoto, 1994).


6	The agenda, registration form and all relevant information concerning the Study Group 13 meeting will be available from Collective-letter 3/13.


7	After the meeting, the Director of TSB will notify, in a circular, the decision taken on these Recommendations. This information will also be published in the ITU Notification.

ANNEX 1�(to TSB Circular 45)


Summaries and locations of the ITU-T Recommendations for approval at the �meeting of Study Group 13�(Toronto, 8-19 September 1997)


1.	Draft new ITU-T Recommendation I.313 - B-ISDN network requirements (published in COM 13-R 6)


This Recommendation presents the B-ISDN network architecture needed to support broadband services and service features. The B-ISDN communication configurations and the B-ISDN addressing necessary to support the broadband services are also included in this document.


2.	Draft new ITU-T Recommendation I.363.2 - B-ISDN ATM Adaptation Layer - Type 2 specification (published in COM 13-R 6)


Recommendation I.363.2 specifies the ATM Adaptation Layer (AAL) Type 2. The AAL �Type 2 provides for the bandwidth-efficient transmission of low-rate, short, and variable length packets in delay sensitive applications. More than one AAL Type 2 user information stream can be supported on a single ATM connection. In ITU-T Recommendation I.363.2, the general framework and the Common Part Sublayer (CPS) of the AAL Type 2 are defined in depth.


3.	Draft revised ITU-T Recommendation I.555 - Frame Relaying Bearer Service interworking (published in COM 13-R 6)


This Recommendation describes the functional requirements and configurations across interfaces for interworking between Frame Relaying Bearer Services [FRBS] and other services. The interworking arrangements covered in this Recommendation are: interworking between Frame Relaying and Frame Switching bearer services; interworking between FRBS and X.25/X.31; interworking/interconnection of LANs and FRBS; interworking between FRBS and circuit switched services; and interworking between FRBS and B-ISDN.


4.	Draft new ITU-T Recommendation I.581 - General arrangements for B-ISDN interworking (published in COM 13-R 6)


This Recommendation gives guidelines of general arrangements and specifies requirements for B-ISDN interworking with other networks. Detailed description of B-ISDN interworking with dedicated network is given in the I.500-Series Recommendations


5.	Draft revised ITU-T Recommendation I.414 - Overview of Recommendations of �Layer 1 for ISDN and B-ISDN customer accesses (published in COM 13-R 9)


This Recommendation describes the configurations of ISDN and B-ISDN customer accesses, and lists the relevant reference points for the access network interfaces. This Recommendation gives an overview of the relevant Recommendations mainly on Layer 1 aspect for ISDN and B-ISDN customer accesses.

6.	Draft revised ITU-T Recommendation G.811 - Timing characteristics of primary reference clocks (published in COM 13-R 12)


Recommendation G.811 outlines minimum requirements for timing devices used as primary reference clocks in synchronisation networks. These networks include Public Switch Telephone Networks (PSTN) and Synchronous Digital Hierarchy (SDH) networks.
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
