Dear Sir,

1	At the request of the Chairman of Study Group 15, Transport networks, systems and equipment,  I have the honour to inform you that this Study Group, which will meet from �9-20 February 1998, intends to apply the procedure described in Resolution 1, Section 8, of the WTSC (Geneva, 1996) for the approval of three draft revised Recommendations and of two draft new Recommendations.

2	The summaries and locations of the draft revised ITU-T Recommendations and draft new ITU-T Recommendations proposed for approval will be found in the Annex.

3	Any ITU Member State or Sector Member aware of a patent held by itself or others which may fully or partly cover elements of the draft Recommendations proposed for approval is requested to disclose such information to the TSB, in accordance with TSB patent policy (see Resolution 1, Appendix 1 to Section 8, of the WTSC (Geneva, 1996)).

Available patent information can be accessed through TIES on the Internet (using either the World Wide Web or Gopher).�

4	Having regard to the provisions of Resolution 1, Section 8, I should be grateful if you would inform me by 2400 hours UTC on 28 January 1998 whether your Administration assigns authority to Study Group 15 that these draft revised or new Recommendations should be considered for approval at the Study Group meeting.

	Should any Member States be of the opinion that consideration for approval should not proceed, they should advise their reasons for disapproving and indicate the possible changes that would facilitate further consideration and approval of the draft revised or new Recommendations.

5	If 70% or more of the replies from Member States support consideration for approval of these draft revised or new Recommendations at the Study Group meeting, one Plenary session will be devoted on 10 February 1998 to apply the approval procedure.

I accordingly invite your Administration to send a representative to the meeting.  The Administrations of Member States of the Union are invited to supply the name of the Head of their delegation. If your Administration wishes to be represented at the meeting by a recognized operating agency, a scientific or industrial organization or another entity dealing with telecommunication matters, the Director should be duly informed, in accordance with Article 19, No. 239, of the Convention of the International Telecommunication Union (Geneva, 1992), as amended by the Plenipotentiary Conference (Kyoto, 1994).

6	The agenda, registration form and all relevant information concerning the Study Group 15 meeting will be available from Collective-letter 2/15.

7	Information on the meeting room will be displayed on the screens at the entrances to the ITU headquarters building.

8	After the meeting, the Director of TSB will notify, in a circular, the decision taken on these Recommendations. This information will also be published in the ITU Notification.

Summaries and location of the ITU-T Recommendations for approval at the meeting of �ITU-T Study Group 15

1	Draft revised ITU-T Recommendation G.763 - Digital circuit multiplication equipment using 32 kbit/s ADPCM (Recommendation G.726) and digital speech interpolation".  (COM 15-R 29)

The revision of this Recommendation is made to harmonize with new Recommendation G.766.  This Recommendation is applicable to the design of digital circuit multiplication equipment intended for, but not limited to, use in an international digital circuit. Freedom is permitted in design details which are not covered in this Recommendation.

2	Draft revised ITU-T Recommendation G.804 - atm cell mapping into plesiochronous digital hierarchy - pdh.  (COM 15-R 3)

This Recommendation provides the mapping to be used for the transport of ATM cells over PDHs at the various hierarchical bit rates defined in ITU-T Recommendation G.702. These mappings cover both the 1 544 kbit/s and 2 048 kbit/s based hierarchies and are used in conjunction with the frame structures defined in ITU-T Recommendation G.832.



3	Draft new ITU-T Recommendation G.774-09 - Synchronous digital hierarchy 	(SDH) configuration of multiplex section protection for the network element 	view.  (COM 15-R 3)

This Recommendation provides an information model for the Synchronous Digital Hierarchy (SDH) Network. This model describes the managed object classes and their properties for the configuration of the protection switching function, as defined in ITU-T Recommendations G.805 and G.774.03 and as related to SDH transmission resources. These objects are useful to describe information exchanged across interfaces defined in M.3010 Telecommunications Management Network (TMN) architecture for the configuration of the protection function. The protection switching scheme of an SDH network element is usually set-up autonomously by the network element according to its make-up and mode of operation. When this is not possible the information model defined by this Recommendation will be used. Post-configuration management of the protection function is described in ITU-T Recommendation G.774.03.

4	Draft revised ITU-T Recommendation G.651 - Characteristics of a 50/125 (m multimode graded index optical fibre cable.  (COM 15-R 3)

This Recommendation covers the geometrical and transmissive properties of multimode fibres having a 50 (m nominal core diameter and a 125 (m nominal cladding diameter. Test methods and the meanings of the terms used are included in Annexes.

5	Draft new ITU-T Recommendation G.692 (ex-G.mcs) - Optical interfaces for multichannel systems with optical amplifiers.  (COM 15-R 3)

This Recommendation specifies multichannel optical line system interfaces for the purpose of providing future transverse compatibility among such systems.

The current Recommendation defines interface parameters for systems of four and eight channels operating at bit rates of up to STM-16 on fibres, as described in Recommendations G.652, G.653 and G.655 with nominal span lengths of 80 km, 120 km and 160 km and target distances between regenerators of up to 640 km. A frequency grid anchored at 193.1 THz with interchannel spacings at integral multiples of 100 GHz is specified as the basis for selecting channel central frequencies.
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
