Dear Sir,



The Universal International Freephone Service (IFS) is a global service and the same UIFN can be implemented by several recognised operating agencies (ROAs) in different parts of the world. These ROAs have approached the ITU and wish a means by which they could notify the ITU of the provisioning of service in addition to the main applicant (ROA).



During the meeting of Working Party 1/2 held in Budapest, 27 October - 1 November 1997, it was agreed that the attached “Multiple ROAs Notification Form” should be used to cater for the registration of multiple service providers for a single UIFN. This Form should be used by any secondary ROAs (not the original applicant (ROA)) to notify the ITU of any eventual implementation of a UIFN.�

During the same meeting it was also agreed that in order to give all applicants the necessary time for provisioning of the service, the UIFN implementation period will be extended from 90 to 180 days (see ITU-T Recommendation E.169).�



Consequently, from now on, all applicants should return the “Universal International Freephone Number Status Notification Form” to the ITU Registrar within a period of maximum 180 days from the date of receiving Part B of UIFN Number Request Form from the ITU Registrar, confirming the reservation of a UIFN number.



This communication is in addition to that which appears in TSB Circular 53 COM 2/AM-ZJT, Geneva, 23 June 1997.
