1	At the request of the Chairman of Study Group 2, Network and service operation, I have the honour to inform you that this Study Group, which will meet from 3 to 13 November 1998 at Geneva, intends to apply the procedure described in Resolution 1, Section 8, of the WTSC (Geneva, 1996) for the approval of six revised Recommendations and of one new Recommendation.


2	The summaries and locations of the draft revised ITU-T Recommendations and draft new ITU-T Recommendation proposed for approval will be found in Annex 1.


3	Any ITU Member State or Sector Member aware of a patent held by itself or others which may fully or partly cover elements of the draft Recommendations proposed for approval is requested to disclose such information to the TSB, in accordance with TSB patent policy (see Resolution 1, Appendix 1 to Section 8, of the WTSC (Geneva, 1996)).

4	Having regard to the provisions of Resolution 1, Section 8, I should be grateful if you would inform me by 2400 hours UTC on Thursday, 22 October 1998 whether your Administration assigns authority to Study Group 2 that these draft revised or new Recommendations should be considered for approval at the Study Group meeting.


	Should any Member States be of the opinion that consideration for approval should not proceed, they should advise their reasons for disapproving and indicate the possible changes that would facilitate further consideration and approval of the draft revised or new Recommendations.


5	If 70% or more of the replies from Member States support consideration for approval of these draft revised or new Recommendations at the Study Group meeting, one Plenary session will be devoted on Monday, 9 November 1998 to apply the approval procedure.


I accordingly invite your Administration to send a representative to the meeting. The Administrations of Member States of the Union are invited to supply the name of the Head of their delegation. If your Administration wishes to be represented at the meeting by a recognized operating agency, a scientific or industrial organization or another entity dealing with telecommunication matters, the Director should be duly informed, in accordance with Article 19, No. 239, of the Convention of the International Telecommunication Union (Geneva, 1992), as amended by the Plenipotentiary Conference (Kyoto, 1994).


6	The agenda, registration form and all relevant information concerning the Study Group 2 meeting will be available from Collective-letter 8/2 shortly.


7	Information on the meeting room will be displayed on the screens at the entrances to the ITU headquarters building.


8	After the meeting, the Director of TSB will notify, in a Circular, the decision taken on these Recommendations. This information will also be published in the ITU Notification.

1	Recommendation (Revised) E.168 - Application of E.164 numbering plan for Universal Personal Telecommunication (UPT)


Summary


This Recommendation provides a basis for a common understanding of the underlying issues in order to facilitate early implementation of UPT within a common numbering framework.


This Recommendation provides a framework of numbering for calls inbound to a UPT user (incalls), transactions between the UPT user and their UPT service profile (e.g. incall registration), calls made by the UPT user (outcalls), and identification of the UPT service profile and service provider.

2	Recommendation (Revised) E.169 - Application of Recommendation E.164 numbering plan for universal international freephone numbers for international freephone service


Summary


This Recommendation details the application of the Recommendation E.164 Numbering Plan for Universal International Freephone Numbers (UIFN) in the provisioning of International Freephone Service (IFS) as defined in Recommendation E.152.  It has been amended and refined in the light of experience gained by service providers and the UIFN Registrar since the inauguration of the UIFN in early 1997.

3	Recommendation (Revised) E.212 - The international identification plan for mobile terminals and mobile users


Summary


A plan for unique international identification of mobile terminals and mobile users is required in order to enable these terminals and users to roam among public networks which offer mobility services.  International mobile subscriber identity (IMSI) is required so that a visited network can identify a roaming mobile terminal or mobile user, e.g. in order to query a subscriber’s home network for subscription and billing information.


Recommendation E.190 describes the general principles to be utilized in the assignment of ITU-T E-series international numbering resources.  The procedures in this Recommendation, Rec. E.212, were developed in accordance with the principles contained in Rec. E.190, and the statements contained in Rec. E.190 take precedence over Rec. E.212.

4	Recommendation (New) F.853 - Supplementary services in the Universal Personal Telecommunication (UPT) environment


Summary


This draft Recommendation is intended to provide the service description and operational provisions for supplementary services in the Universal Personal Telecommunication (UPT) environment.


This Recommendation also provides information on interactions between UPT features/UPT Supplementary Services and Supplementary Services on a particular access (fixed or mobile).

5	Recommendation (Revised) E.425 - Internal automatic observations


Summary


This Recommendation describes internal monitoring of network performance using specific performance parameters such as answer seizure ratio (ASR) and answer bid ratio (ABR).  The advantages of internal monitoring is that a large volume of records can be collected which allows day-to-day evaluation of network performance.

6	Recommendation (Revised) E.500 - Traffic intensity measurement principles


Summary


This Recommendation describes traffic intensity concepts and traffic intensity measurement methodologies.  The concepts of normal and high load are described and the methodology for using these measured traffic intensities in determining the load for traffic system dimensioning is discussed.

7	Recommendation (Revised) E.733 - Methods for dimensioning resources in signalling system No. 7 networks.


Summary


This Recommendation describes the methods for dimensioning resources in signalling system No. 7 networks.  It defines the reference traffic to be used for dimensioning and then describes the dimensioning objectives and dimensioning methods for links and nodes in signalling networks.  It considers methods for dimensioning signalling links and nodes in Signalling System System No. 7 networks.
