At the request of the Chairman of Study Group 10, Language and general software aspects for telecommunication systems, I have the honour to inform you that this Study Group, in its meeting from 24 March to 1 April 1998, agreed to delete Questions 5, 11 and 12/10, in accordance with the provisions of Resolution 1, Section 7, § 7.4.2, of the WTSC (Geneva, 1996), by reaching consensus among those present.


Annex 1 gives an explanatory summary about the reasons for the deletion of these Questions.


Having regard to the provisions of Resolution 1, Section 7, I should be grateful if you would inform me by 2400 hours UTC on 13 November 1998 whether your Administration approves or rejects this deletion.

Those Member States who indicate disapproval are requested to provide their reasons and to indicate the possible changes that would facilitate further study of the Questions.

Explanatory summary about the reasons for deletion


Question 5/10 : Specification of behaviour in GDMO


Question 5/10 was to provide a notation for behaviour specification in GDMO.  A draft proposal, based on SDL, is found in COM 10-5.  An alternative proposal is provided from ISO.  SG 4 states, therefore, that it has no more need for the SDL proposal.  From this situation, Study Group 10 states that work on Question 5/10, Behaviour in GDMO, is terminated.





Question 11/10 : Graphic GDMO


Recommendation Z.360, Graphic GDMO, was approved in 1997 and is now available from ITU.  There has been no request for development of guidelines for use of Graphic GDMO or other work on this Question.  Study Group 10, therefore, states that work on Question 11/10, Graphic GDMO, is terminated.





Question 12/10 : Specification of HMI data for GDMO/ASN.1 object model


Due to lack of support of and contributions to Question 12/10, Specification of HMI data for a GDMO/ASN.1 object model, Study Group 10 states that work on this Question is terminated.
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
