1	At the request of the Chairman of Study Group 9 , Television and sound transmission, I have the honour to inform you that this Study Group, in its meeting from 16 to 20 November 1998, agreed to delete ITU-T Recommendations J.31, J.33, J.34, J.43, J.44, J.56, J.73, J.74, J.75, J.77, N.81, N.86, N.90, in accordance with the provisions of Resolution 1, Section 8, § 8.8, of the WTSC (Geneva, 1996).  Thirteen Member States participated at the meeting and there was no objection to this agreement.


2	Annex 1 gives information about this agreement, including an explanatory summary about the reasons for the deletion.


3	Having regard to the provisions of Resolution 1, Section 8, I should be grateful if you would inform me by 2400 hours UTC on 9 March 1999 whether your Administration approves or rejects this deletion.

	Should any Member States be of the opinion that deletion should not be accepted, they should advise their reasons for disapproving and the matter would be referred back to the Study Group.


4	After the above mentioned deadline (9 March 1999), the Director of TSB will notify, in a circular, the result of the consultation. This information will also be published in the ITU Notification.
